The lands to which the Order relates are described 
as follows: - 

AREA A 
Schedule Numbers  1(A), 2(A), 3(A), 4(A), 5(A), 
6(A), 7(A), 8(A), 9(A), 10, 11(A), 12(A) 39.
Starting at a point at the south western corner of 
Colaiste an Phiarsaigh at the junction of the R639 
and Church Hill, thence in a easterly and north 
easterly direction along the boundary of the public 
road to a point at the corner of 7 Fountain View, 
thence in a south westerly and westerly direction at 
various widths up to 6 metres to the boundary with 
Church Hill, thence in a southerly direction for a 
distance of 5 metres back to the starting point.

Starting at a point approximately 8 metres north of 
the southern entrance to Glanmire Business Park, 
thence in a north easterly direction for a distance 
of 10 metres, thence in a south westerly direction 
at varying widths up to approximately 1 metre 
returning to the starting point.

Starting at a point approximately 30 metres north 
of the southern entrance to Glanmire Business Park, 
thence in a north easterly direction for a distance of 
approximately 3 metres, thence in a south easterly 
direction for a distance of approximately 0.5 metres 
returning in a south westerly direction to the starting 
point.

Starting at a point approximately 33 metres north 
east of the southern entrance to Glanmire Business 
Park, thence in a north easterly direction  for 56 
metres to a point at the northern entrance to the 
Glanmire Business Park, thence in a south westerly 
direction for a distance of approximately 56 metres 
at various widths up to approximately 1.7 metres, 
thence returning in a north westerly direction for a 
distance of 1 metre to the starting point.

Starting at a point at the northern entrance to 
Glanmire Business Park, thence in a north easterly 
direction for 41 metres along the boundary of the 
public road, thence in south westerly direction for 
41 metres, thence in a north westerly direction for 
approximately 1 metre returning to the starting 
point.

Starting at a point approximately 67 metres 
south of Glanmire Bridge at the entrance to “The 
Fountains, thence in a south easterly direction for 
approximately 63 metres along the boundary with 
the public road, thence in a north westerly curve 
of up to 6 metres in width returning to the starting 
point.

Starting at a point approximately 3 metres 
south east of “The Cottage, Eastcliffe, thence in 
a south westerly direction along the boundary 
with the public road to the boundary of 1, 2 & 
3 Woodbrook, thence in a northerly direction 
for approximately 4 metres, thence in a westerly 
direction curving back to the starting point.
Starting at a point at the south western corner of 1, 
2 & 3 Woodbrook, thence in a easterly direction for 
approximately 60 metres along the boundary with 
the public road to the south eastern corner of 1, 2 
& 3 Woodbrook, thence in a northerly direction 
for 4 metres, thence in a westerly direction to the 
boundary with “The Cottage”, thence in a southerly 
direction for 4 metres back to the starting point.

Starting at a point at the south western corner 
of 4 Woodbrook, thence in an easterly direction 
along the boundary with the public road for 
approximately 63 metres to the south eastern corner 
of 4 Woodbrook, thence in a northerly direction 
for 7 metres, thence in a westerly direction for 
approximately 63 metres to the boundary of 1, 2 
& 3 Woodbrook, thence in a southerly direction for 
approximately 3.8 metres back to the starting point.

Starting at a point at the south western corner 
of 4 Woodbrook, thence in an easterly direction 
along the southern boundary of 4 Woodbrook for 
approximately 63 metres to the south eastern corner 
of 4 Woodbrook, thence in a southerly direction to 
the centre of the public road, thence in a westerly 
direction along the centre of the public road for 
approximately 63 metres, thence in a northerly 
direction for 5 metres back to the starting point.

Starting at a point at the south western end of 
Woodlea Cottages, thence in a northerly direction 
for approximately 41 metres to a point at the 
entrance to Carrig Rua, thence in a southerly 
direction at varying widths up to approximately 3 
metres returning to the starting point.
Starting at a point on the south eastern side 
of an existing crossing of the Glashaboy River 
approximately 64 metres north of the Glanmire 
Bridge on East Cliff Road, thence in a westerly 
direction for approximately 8.5 metres, thence 
in a northerly direction to a point on the edge of 
the Glashaboy River, thence in a north easterly 
direction for 18 metres, thence in a southerly and 
then westerly direction to the north eastern edge 
of the existing river crossing, thence in a southerly 
direction for 4 metres back to the starting point.
Starting at a point on the southern edge of the 
Glashaboy River approximately 135 metres 
north of the Glanmire Bridge, thence in a north 
easterly direction for 4 metres along the bank of 
the Glashaboy River, thence in a north westerly 
direction over the channel of the Glashaboy River 
to a point on the northern bank, thence in a south 
westerly direction for 4 metres, thence in a south 
easterly direction over the Glashaboy River channel 
returning to the starting point.

AREA B

Starting at a point at the centre of Riverstown 
cross roads, thence in a southerly direction along 
the centre of the R639 to a point approximately 
116 metres south of the starting point, thence in a 
westerly direction for 6 metres, thence returning in 
a northerly direction along the edge of the R639 

and then in a westerly direction along Old Youghal 
Road to a point approximately 30 metres from the 
starting point, thence in a north westerly direction 
for 5 metres to the centre of the public road, thence 
in a north easterly direction for approximately 30 
metres back to the starting point. 

Starting at a point approximately 39 metres south 
east of the centre of Riverstown cross roads at John 
O’Callaghan Park, thence in an easterly direction 
for approximately 31 metres, thence in a south 
easterly direction for 5 metres, thence in a westerly 
direction for approximately 35 metres arcing back 
to the starting point.

Starting at a point approximately 4 metres east of 
the western entrance to the former John Barleycorn 
Hotel site, thence in an easterly direction along 
the edge of the public road for approximately 50 
metres, thence in a south easterly direction for 6 
metres to the eastern entrance to the former John 
Barleycorn Hotel site, thence returning along the 
boundary of the former John Barleycorn Hotel site 
to the starting point.

Starting at a point at the north eastern corner of the 
former John Barleycorn site, thence in a southerly 
direction along the boundary with East Cliff Road 
for approximately 75 metres, thence in westerly 
and south westerly direction for approximately 75 
metres to a point on the edge of the Glashaboy 
River, thence in a north westerly direction for 
14 metres along the edge of the Glashaboy 
River, thence in a north easterly direction for 
approximately 78 metres to a point approximately 
7  metres from the boundary with the public road, 
thence in a northerly direction for approximately 65 
metres to a point approximately 1.5 metres west of 
the starting point, thence in an easterly direction for 
approximately 1.5 metres back to the starting point.

Starting at a point on the northern bank of the 
Glashaboy River approximately 68 metres west of 
East Cliff Road, thence in a south westerly direction 
for 4 metres over half the channel of the Glashaboy 
River, thence in a north westerly direction for 4 
metres over the river channel, thence in a north 
easterly direction for 4 metres over half the river 
channel to the northern river bank, thence in a 
south easterly direction along the river bank back to 
the starting point.

Starting at a point at the south eastern corner 
of Laurelview, Riverstown, thence in a northerly 
direction for approximately 23 metres, thence in 
a westerly direction for approximately 4.5 metres, 
thence in a northerly direction for approximately 
114 metres, thence in an easterly direction for 
approximately 22 metres, thence in a southerly 
direction for approximately 136 metres, thence in a 
westerly direction for 17 metres back to the starting 
point.

Starting at a point next to the boundary of 1 
Orchard Manor and the public road approximately 
3 metres from the entrance to Orchard Manor, 
thence in an easterly direction for 25 metres, thence 
in a southerly direction for 8 metres to the centre 
of the public road, thence in a westerly direction 
for 24 metres along the centre of the public road, 
thence in a northerly direction for 8 metres back to 
the starting point.

Starting at a point on the edge of the public 
road approximately 1.5 metres east of the south 
western corner of Reddington, thence in an easterly 
direction for 51 metres along the boundary of 
Reddington, thence in a southerly direction for 7 
metres to the centre of the public road, thence in an 
westerly direction for 53 metres along the centre of 
the public road, thence in a northerly direction for 8 
metres back to the starting point.

Starting at a point on the edge of the public road 
at the entrance to Nohoval, thence in an easterly 
direction for approximately 17 metres, thence in 
a south easterly and then southerly direction to 
the centre of the public road, thence in a westerly 
direction along the centre of the public road for 
21.5 metres, thence in a northerly direction for 7 
metres back to the starting point.

Starting at a point at the entrance to Riverstown 
House, thence in an easterly direction along the 
edge of the public road for 18 metres, thence in a 
southerly direction for 3 metres to the centre of the 
public road, thence in a westerly direction for 18 
metres, thence in a northerly direction for 4 metres 
back to the starting point.

AREA C

for 30 metres to a easterly direction, thence in an 
easterly direction for 70 metres, thence in a north 
easterly direction for 6 metres, thence in a south 
easterly for 4 metres, thence in a southerly direction 
for 11 metres, thence in an easterly direction for 
2.5 metres, thence in a north westerly direction for 
443 metres, thence in a north easterly direction for 
18 metres, thence in a northerly direction for 10 
metres, thence in a north westerly direction for 4 
metres, thence in a northerly direction for 9 metres, 
thence in a westerly direction for 6 metres, thence 
in a southerly direction for 8.5 metres, thence in a 
westerly direction for 2 metres, thence in a southerly 
direction for 25 metres, thence curving for 3 metres 
to a northerly direction, thence in a north westerly

Starting at a point on the eastern bank of the 
Glashaboy River approximately 260 metres north 
east of Glanmire Bridge, thence in a south westerly 
direction for 14 metres over the river channel to a 
point on the western bank, thence in a northerly 
direction for 4 metres along the river bank, thence 
in north easterly direction for 13 metres over the 
river channel to a point on the eastern bank, thence 
in a south easterly direction for 4 metres returning 
to the starting point.

Starting at a point on the southern bank of the 
Glashaboy River adjacent John O’Callaghan Park 
approximately 90 metres east of Glanmire Road, 
thence in a northerly direction for 6 metres over 
half the river channel, thence in a westerly direction 
along the river channel for 4 metres, thence in a 
southerly direction for 6 metres over half the river 
channel, thence in an easterly direction for 4 metres 
returning to the starting point.

AREA D

Cliff Road approximately 4 metres from the rear 
boundary of 17 Edenbrook lawn, thence in a 
easterly direction for approximately 60 metres to a 
point at the entrance road to Brookville, thence in a 
westerly direction at varying widths up to 2 metres 
back to the starting point.

Starting at a point on the eastern edge of East Cliff 
Road approximately 40 metres south of Glyntown 
Bridge, thence in a south westerly direction for 
approximately 40 metres to the entrance road 
to Brookville, thence in an easterly direction for 
5 metres on Brookville road, thence returning to 
the starting point at width’s of approximately 0.6 
metres.

returning to the starting point.

Starting at a point at the north western corner of 
Richmond Cottage, thence in an easterly direction 
for 10 metres, thence in a southerly direction for 
approximately 1.5 metres, thence in an easterly 
direction for 11.5 metres, thence in a southerly 
direction for 11 metres, thence in a westerly 
direction for 8 metres, thence in a south westerly 
direction for approximately 2 metres, thence in 
a westerly direction for 11 metres, thence in a 
northerly direction for 16 metres returning to the 
starting point.

Starting at a point at the south western corner of 
Richmond Cottage, thence in a easterly direction 
for approximately 5 metres, thence in a southerly 
direction for approximately 19 metres, thence in 
a westerly direction for approximately 5 metres, 
thence in a northerly direction for approximately 18 
metres returning to the starting point.
Starting at a point in the centre of Dunkettle Road 
at the south western corner of lands attached 
to Glashaboy waterworks, thence in a north 
easterly direction for 5 metres, thence in an 
easterly direction curving for 9 metres, thence 
in a south easterly direction for approximately 
185 metres, thence in a north westerly direction 
for approximately 8.5 metres, thence in a south 
westerly direction for 4.5 metres, thence in a north 
westerly direction for 189 metres returning to the 
starting point..

Starting at a point on the edge of the public road 
at the south western end of Glanmire GAA club 
grounds, thence in a south easterly direction for 
approximately 52 metres, thence in a south westerly 
direction for approximately 18 metres, thence in a 
northerly direction for approximately 66.5 metres 
returning to the starting point.

Starting at a point at the centre of Glashaboy River 
approximately 63 metres east of the junction of 
Glanmire Road and Hazelwood Road, thence in a 
southerly direction for 4 metres, thence in a westerly 
direction for 42.5 metres, thence in a northerly 
direction for 2 metres, thence in a westerly direction 
for 10 metres, thence in an easterly direction for 52 
metres returning to the starting point.

Starting at a point on the Hazelwood Road 
at the north western corner of the Hazelwood 
centre, thence curving in a southerly direction for 
approximately 4 metres, thence in a south easterly 
direction for 56 metres, thence in a southerly 
direction for 48 metres, thence in a south easterly 
direction for 25 metres, thence in a south westerly 
direction for 1.5 metres, thence in a northerly 
direction along the edge of the public road for 
approximately 130 metres curving back to the 
starting point.
