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for the maintenance and turning around of the house themselves. People should also be able to
view the house before the other family moves out the same as if someone was selling their
private home then they would have viewings on their home.

We should not allow kitchens, doors, fireplaces, flooring etc to be ripped out of any house
moving forward. Again if a new tenant wants to change what is in the house then that would be
up to them unless the and kitchens, doors, fireplaces, flooring etc are in a very poor state of
repair. An engineer employed by Cork City Council should be put in charge of this and photo’s
and all necessary reports should be done immediately on receiving a letter of intent to hand
back a council home.

A reduction in the tenants rent can be offset for the cost or repairs that are necessary to carry
out, if CCC wants to draw up a list of approved trades men/women that a perspective tenant
would have to use then that can be looked at that but it has to be borne in mind most people
will have friends & family that may also be able to do this work. A CCC engineer can sign off
on all works carried out.

Any new house being handed back to CCC should now be handed out to a perspective tenant
straight away.”
