QUESTION TIME

AMENITY PARK, BALLYVOLANE

Since the June 2012 flood event, the trash screen previously located upstream of the
Amenity Park has been replaced with a more easily cleaned alternative and there is an
ongoing proactive approach to cleaning of the screen with regular programmed
inspections. In addition, new and enlarged drainage points have been installed on the
culvert to receive overland stormwater flows.

AMENDMENT TO THE PART 8 HIGH STREET DEVELOPMENT

In response the following question submitted by Comhairleoir P. Dineen, a written reply
was circulated as outlined below:-

I wish to ask the CEO what the Council's intentions are with regard to the amendment to
the Part 8 development on High Street. Prior to the Part 8 being passed an amendment to
increase the parking spaces on the High Street Summerhill South car park was agreed to by
the then Director of Housing, Valerie O'Sullivan. The Part 8 development allows for 2
parking spaces to be removed from High Street and the spirit of the amendment was to
offset this loss of parking for the residents of the area. The amendment was proposed by
Cllr. Sean Martin and seconded by Cllr. Paudie Dineen.

REPLY

The Part 8 Planning Approval fora small housing scheme at High Street did not
incorporate any amendments or conditions regarding parking provision at Summerhill
South car park. However, further to these representations, in late 2017, the Members of
Council explored the costs/benefits of increasing the car parking available in the
Summerhill South car park at the Roads and Transportation Committee.

During that exercise it was noted that the removal of all the existing green/planted area
(including shrubbery and three trees) and the relocation of public lighting and related
services would create the capacity for a maximum of six additional car parking spaces.

The associated cost for these road-works was estimated at €60,000 at the time to include
excavation work, removal of trees/green area, service relocations, surfacing works and
lining. Members considered the potential for additional parking and also the potential cost
and consequential loss of green space.

PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLE ACCESS TO TRAMORE VALLEY PARK

In response to the following question submitted by Comhairleoir D. Boyle, a written reply
was circulated as outlined below:-

To ask the Chief Executive the timetable that is in place to allow pedestrian and cyclist
access to Tramore Valley Park?

REPLY

There is a high quality pedestrian/cyclist access route recently completed by Cork County
Council in to Tramore Valley Park from the Douglas village end of the South Douglas
Road and this is proving extremely popular.
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There is another possibility, Half Moon Lane, which is a narrow lane off South Douglas
Road serving Christ King Girls Secondary School, a number of commercial premises, ESB
pitch & putt club, one residential property and a large City Council Depot housing Plant
& Machinery, Cleansing and Traffic Departments. All these uses generate considerable
vehicular traffic ranging from large commercial vehicles to family saloons.

The lane measures approximately 250 metres in length and ranges in width from 4m —
5.5m. There is no public footpath and no dedicated car park spaces along the lane. The
junction with the South Douglas Road is not a controlled junction (no traffic lights) and is
completely blind in both directions when exiting.

In the context of the above, the lane is completely unsafe for pedestrians and cyclists using
it to access Tramore Valley Park and considerable improvement works are required to
bring it up to a safe standard. It is also important to note that providing an access to the
park from Halfmoon Lane will also attract visitors arriving by car and, given that there is
no dedicated parking area, cars are likely to be abandoned along the narrow lane creating a
serious obstruction for other vehicles using the lane to access their premises and for
parents dropping and collecting school children.

A traffic assessment and survey of the lane is presently underway and draft improvement
proposals should be ready for consideration by late July. This exercise will be followed by
a part 8 application and, if approved, detailed design, tender and contract will follow.

Total timescale is approximately twelve months.

LANDSCAPE PRESERVATION ZONE IN CORK CITY DEVELOPMENT PLAN

In response to the following question submitted by Comhairleoir O. Moran, a written reply
was circulated as outlined below:-

To ask the CEO the purpose of the designation of Landscape Preservation Zone in the
Cork City Development Plan, what protection this designation confers against the
unlicenced felling or damaging of trees and for the protection of ecology and habitats, and
the range of designations that Cork City Council can confer to prevent the unlicensed
felling or damaging of trees and for the protection of ecology and habitats in its urban
area?

The purpose of land use zoning is to indicate the land use objectives of the City Council
for lands within its administrative area.

The objective of the Landscape Preservation Zone (LPZ) is:

‘To preserve and enhance the special landscape and visual character of landscape
preservation zones. There will be a presumption against development within these zones,
with development only open for consideration where it achieves the specific objectives set
out of reach LPZ in Chapter 10, Table 10.2° (City Development Plan 2015-21).

This zoning comes into consideration when a planning application for development of a
site within an LPZ is being assessed. Planning permission might, for example, be refused
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due to the impact of the development on the trees or ecology of the site, or conditions
requiring the protection of trees or ecology or habitats could be attached to a permission
for development. Therefore, the zoning of the site as LPZ can be used to give protection to
the trees etc through the development management process, in the context of a planning
application, but not generally outside this.

A tree feeling licence is not required for tree felling in the urban environment unless the
tree, group of trees or woodlands are protected by a Tree Preservation Order (TPO). Trees
on private lands are not protected unless a TPO is placed upon them under Section 205 of
the Planning and Development Act. A schedule of TPOs are listed in Chapter 10 of the
City Development Plan Table 10.4, and trees and woodland objectives are outlined in
Obijective 10.10 of the Development Plan.

Through the Planning Enforcement process, the City Council can take action against the
felling of trees, a group of trees or woodland which are designated as TPOs (Section 205 of
the Planning and Development Act).

In certain specific circumstances action can be taken under Section 57(1) of the Planning
and Development Act where the felling of trees within the curtilage of a Protected
Structure, has materially affected the character and setting of that structure. This does not
apply to all trees within the curtilage of a Protected Structure, only those which contribute
to the special interest of the structure, and would require assessment on a case by case
basis.

Protected species and designated habitats are included under Objective 10.7 and Non
Designated areas of biodiversity importance under Objective 10.8 of the Development Plan
and under the Wildlife Act and the Habitat and Birds Directives.

TREE CUTTING AND REMOVAL

In response to the following question submitted by Combhairleoir L. Bogue, a written reply
was circulated as outlined below:-

To ask the CEO to provide the cost-benefit analysis for tree cutting and removal that has
happened under the remit of Cork City Council in the last 2 years and if there is no cost-
benefit analysis to provide a statistical analysis of tree-felling that has occurred,
specifically number of trees felled, under the Remit of Cork City Council for the last two
years.

REPLY

Chapter 10 of the Cork City Development Plan 2015 - 2021 outlines the importance of
trees and urban woodlands in the City and sets clear targets in Objective 10.10 for both the
protection of existing trees and the continued development of the urban woodland which
includes individual street trees, tree groups and wooded areas.

Section10.58 states — ‘Trees make a valuable contribution to the biodiversity, local visual
amenity and landscape value of Cork City. They also have an educational and scientific
value. Trees can help to absorb pollutants, filter dust, reduce noise, produce oxygen and
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reduce carbon dioxide as well as enhancing the aesthetics of the built environment and
public realm thus benefiting Cork City’s environmental and economic wellbeing’.

The City Council’s policy for the management of urban trees adheres to the objectives in
the City Development Plan and this is carried out in line with available resources.

City Trees are managed in the context of tree health, public safety, proximity to properties
and utilities.

Tree works are carried out in accordance with best arboriculture practice and relevant
British Standards.

Tree works include a combination of programmed work, emergency works and response to
requests from nominated representatives and the public. All works and requests are pre-
inspected by qualified arboriculturists and works are carried out by qualified tree surgeons.
Trees are living organisms and the lifespan of individual trees can vary depending on the
species, cultivar, soil conditions etc. Individual species can be vulnerable to various pest
and diseases including some that can result in the death of a tree or group of trees in a
very short time e.g Dutch EIm Disease.

Many street trees have to content with poor soil conditions that lack nutrition and capacity
to either retain or release moisture, their root system has to navigate between a myriad of
utilities of varying depths and sizes while others have to contend with overhead cables.

All the above conditions and issues influence the health and stability of individual trees in
the urban environment and in many situations this can give rise to poor growth, disease and
a considerably shorter lifespan.

An example from last year was the re-emergence of Dutch EIm Disease due to the long hot
dry summer resulting in many regenerated elm trees dying during the autumn and early
winter.

High winds and storms are responsible for the loss of many trees and, serious damage to
others during most winters.

It is in the context of all of the above that trees are assessed in regard to tree felling,
removal and pruning and, not assessed on the basis of a cost-benefit analysis. As
mentioned earlier, the overriding principle for the management of the City Council tree
population is tree health and public safety.

Approximate number of dead, diseased and unsafe trees felled in any twelve month period
is 200.

Recently a small number of ill-informed individuals have complained about the City
Council recklessly felling and pruning trees at various locations in the City, that claim has
no foundation whatsoever. | have clearly outlined above that all inspections and tree
works are carried out in accordance with best arboriculture practice and in a professional
manner by qualified personnel.

In the context of the Boundary Extension, the number of City trees to be managed will
increase considerably and the necessary resources to manage this increased number must
be considered during the Draft 2020 Estimates cycle.

REBUILDING IRELAND MORTGAGE SCHEME

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“That City Council would give a full report on the Rebuilding Ireland Mortgage Scheme
including the process involved, the funding available and the take up in Cork City Council
to date.’

The report of the Director of Housing stated that The Rebuilding Ireland Home Loan
Scheme was launched by all local authorities from 1st February 2018.

The Scheme replaces the Annuity House Purchase Loan Scheme and the Tenant Purchase
Loan Scheme.

The Rebuilding Ireland Home Loan (RIHL) is targeted at people who have access to an
adequate deposit and have the income capacity to repay a mortgage, but who are unable to
access a mortgage big enough for them to purchase their first home. The loan may be used
to purchase new or second-hand properties.

To be eligible for a Rebuilding Ireland Home Loan an applicant must:

e be afirst-time buyer

e be aged between 18 and 70 years

e be in continuous employment for a minimum of two years, as the primary earner or
be in continuous employment for a minimum of one year, as a secondary earner

e have an annual gross income of not more than €50,000 as a single applicant or not
more than €75,000 combined as joint applicants

e submit two years certified accounts if self-employed

o provide evidence of insufficient offers of finance from two banks or building
societies

e not be a current or previous owner of residential property in or outside the Republic
of Ireland

e occupy the property as your normal place of residence

e purchase a property situated in the Republic of Ireland of no more than of 175 square
metres (gross internal floor area)

e purchase a property which does not exceed the maximum market value applicable
for the county in which it is located - €320,000 is the maximum market value in
Cork City

o consent to an Irish Credit Bureau check.

Loan repayments should be no more than 35 per cent of applicant(s) net monthly income.
Applicants can borrow up to 90% of the market value of the property.
There are three loan options available:

e 2% fixed for up to 25 years (APR 2.02%)*

o 2.25% fixed for up to 30 years (APR 2.27%)*

e 2.30% variable (subject to fluctuation) for up to 30 years (APR 2.32%)*

* Rates are subject to change. Mortgage rates are set on the date of drawdown of the loan.

All rates are exclusive of Mortgage Protection Insurance (MPI) which is a requirement of
borrowing. Eligible borrowers are required to partake in the local authority collective MPI
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scheme. The price of this insurance is more expensive than others that are available — but
the local authority MPI scheme covers disability as well as death.

If an applicant chooses a fixed interest rate product:

e Monthly repayments remain the same for the full fixed rate loan period, making
budgeting easier - but during the fixed rate period, a borrower may be liable for a
breakage fee if they switch to a variable rate or pay off all or part of their mortgage.

If an applicant chooses a variable interest rate product:

o Borrowers have the flexibility to make lump sum repayments, increase their
repayments or make early repayments - but their monthly repayments could rise or
fall over the life of their mortgage.

Application Process

The applicant must submit the following:

» A fully completed Application Form

» Letters from 2 Banks or Building Societies confirming refusal or insufficient loan offers
» HPL1 Form — stamped by Revenue Commissioners

» Photographic Identification (Current Passport or Drivers Licence)
» Proof of Present Address (Current Utility Bill or Bank Statement)
» Original Salary Certificate

» Up to date, computer generated P60

» 4 recent payslips

» Original Current Account Statements (12 months)

» Original Savings Statements (12 months)

» Original Loan Statements (12 months)

» Original Credit Card Statements (12 months)

» Original Credit Union Statements (12 months)

» 2 Years Audited Accounts/Accountants Report (Self-Employed)
» Current Tax Balancing Statement (Self-Employed)

» Current Preliminary Tax Receipt (Self-Employed)

The fully completed application is forwarded to the Housing Agency for a
recommendation. The Housing Agency carries out a credit history check.

Cork City Council’s Credit Control Operational Group meets every two weeks to consider
applications in receipt of a positive recommendation from the Housing Agency.

Cork City Council’s Appeals Panel meets regularly to consider those applicants that
choose to appeal a negative Housing Agency recommendation.

The decisions of the Credit Control Operational Group and the Appeals Panel are
forwarded to Cork City Council’s Credit Committee for approval.

Available Funding

There was an initial nationwide fund of €200 million available to fund successful loan
applications. Earlier this year there was a concern that this fund had been exhausted but the
Department of Housing, Planning & Local Government issued a Circular Letter in early
March advising all local authorities to continue operating the scheme.

Cork City Council Take Up

Cork City Council has received 160 Rebuilding Ireland Home Loan Applications to date.
Cork City Council has issued 38 Provisional Approvals and 65 Refusals.

Cork City Council has finalised 3 Rebuilding Ireland Home Loans (value: €433,500).
Cork City Council has offered 7 Rebuilding Ireland Home Loans (value: €1,115,300).

PARKING AT WYCHERLEY PLACE

parking and introduce bollards where necessary to allow for easy access and exit for
residents with cars.’

“That a plan is considered for the laneways off North Main St. with a view to breathing
new life into the ones that are capable of regeneration (closures and gated lanes to be re-
examined in co-operation with residents and businesses).’

The report of the Director of Services stated that the possibility of reopening specific
laneways off North Main Street can be considered by members having regard to the views
of the local residents and businesses which are affected by the current gating arrangements.

YELLOW BOX ON SARSFIELD ROAD

‘That City Council Roads and Transportation would put in place a yellow box on the
section of roadway outside the main gate of S.M.A. House on Sarsfield Road to facilitate
the motorists to exit safely.

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The report of the Director of Services stated that the design team for the Sarsfield Road
project had been in ongoing communication with representatives from the SMA
throughout the upgrade project. The SMA Representatives have requested the installation
of a yellow box junction at the front entrance of their property. Unfortunately this cannot
be accommodated as yellow box junctions of the type requested are only recommended for
the junction of two public roads therefore it is not suitable at this location. The Council
has confirmed however that it will reassess the situation and this will be done as part of the
upcoming Road Safety confirmed Audit.

BUS ROUTE TO MILESTREAM, CLOGHEEN AND KERRYPIKE

An Chomhairle considered the report of the Director of Services, Roads and Transportation
dated 16" May 2019 on the following motion referred to the Committee by An
Chomhairle:-

‘Given the growth in population in the North West Ward including the new communities in
Kerrypike that Cork City Council supports an application to the National Transport
Authority via Bus Eireann with a view to providing a public transport bus route to
Milestream, Clogheen and Kerrypike in the North West Ward.’

The report of the Director of Services stated that this area is currently not within Cork City
Council’s administrative area.

DISABLED DRIVERS

An Chombhairle considered and approved the report of the Director of Services, Roads and
Transportation dated 16" May 2019 on the following motion referred to the Committee by
An Chomhairle:-

‘That designated disabled drivers be permitted to exit from the disabled parking bays on
Academy St. (4), and SS Peters and Pauls St. (2) onto St. Patrick’s Street between 3:00 pm
and 6:30 pm and that there should be no restriction on disabled persons being dropped off
on St. Patrick’s Street between 3pm and 6:30 pm.’

The report of the Director of Services stated that between the hours of 3:00pm and 6:30pm
St Patricks’ Street is a Bus Lane, as such Bus Lane legislation applies to St Patrick Street
during this period.

Section 32 of the Road Traffic (Traffic and Parking) (Amendment) (No. 2) Regulations

2012,states “A person shall not enter a bus lane with a vehicle other than a large public
service vehicle or a pedal cycle during the period of operation of the bus lane indicated on
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11.
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an information plate.” This legislation does not accommodate disabled drivers using the
Bus Lanes on St Patrick Street during the above times.

As part of the preplanning consultation process it was agreed that additional spaces would
be provided in Emmet Place to counteract the loss of the Academy Street spaces in the
afternoon. The spaces on Emmet Place have been provided and are available for use 24
hours a day.

The enhancement of footpath facilities along Drawbridge Street now provides alternative
access for those with mobility issues/ wheelchairs and buggies onto the northern end of St
Patrick Street from Emmet Place and Academy street. Those with blue disability badges
can continue to park in any onstreet car parking space in the city free of charge within the
times designated for parking. The new 15 minute setdown spaces provided as part of the
scheme are also readily available for use by everybody.

Further spaces can be designated for disabled or other uses if Members wish and the matter
can be further progressed at the next Committee Meeting.
