THE HOUSEHOLD FOOD WASTE
REGULATIONS CAME INTO FORCE IN
THE CORK CITY AREA IN JULY 2013

These Regulations, which aim to reduce the amount of food waste being sent
to landfill, legally oblige you to keep your food waste separate from other
waste. This means that food waste can no longer be mixed with other waste.

g (ONCE SEGREGATED YOU MAY EITHER: )

1. Present it in a dedicated food waste bin (brown bin) for
collection by an authorised waste collector. The food waste
is then used to produce high quality compost.

or
2. Subject the food waste to a home composting process.

or
3. Bring the food waste to an authorised facility for treatment.

Your waste collector is legally obliged to provide you witha

separate food waste collection service or ‘Brown Bin’.
If you do not already have a brown bin, you should contact your waste

collector directly in order to avail of this service.

Failure to comply with these Regulations is an offence
and could leave you liable to prosecution and/or fines.

Cork City Council Enforcement Officers will be visiting your
area to ensure compliance with these Regulations.
