Ireland 2040, the National Planning Framework, is a game changer. Published this year, it has
singled out Cork for the first time as the second city and as a real alternative to Dublin, for those
looking to invest, do business and live in Ireland.

These additional homes will be delivered through new construction, purchase of vacant housing
units and leasing.

Next year marks the first time in 50 years that the city’s boundary will change. As the boundary
hadn’t kept up with population growth, lots of people worked in, socialised in and their children
went to school in the city but they weren’t politically represented in Cork City Council as they
lived adjacent to the boundary line. It’s important that this deficit is being addressed.

The Cork of the future is a city of communities; a city of neighbourhoods. In Cork, we value our
quality of life and we want to ensure that we don’t lose that as the city grows.

The rerouting of traffic on St Patrick’s St in the afternoon is about ensuring that our growing city
can prosper while retaining its quality of life. The 3.5 hour bus corridor on St Patrick’s St is the
first step in ensuring buses can move quicker in the city centre and so the bus service is more
reliable in the city centre, suburbs and outlying towns.

We are witnessing much change in our city. We would like to thank Cork City Council staff and
Elected Members for all their effort and commitment during the year. Ni neart go cur le chéile.

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City Hall Improvements 2018

The City Architect’s Department embarked upon a programme of improvements to Cork City
Hall in 2018, which included the replacement of the Concert Hall floor, refurbishments to the
Council Chamber and to the external windows of City Hall. Given the heritage aspect of the
building and the high level of demand placed upon the building, the refurbishment needed to be
architecturally sensitive yet robust. The following works were carried out:

Concert Hall Floor

During the summer break over July and August, a complex sequence of improvement works
were carried out to the two aisles of the Concert Hall. In a limited window of opportunity
involving highly specialist health & safety procedures, the two sections of floor were lifted, and
original steel asbestos-clad heating pipes from 1936 were replaced and a new supporting
structure and finished floor fitted. The work was carried out to a tightly controlled programme,
just in time for the next scheduled event in the Hall.

Council Chamber Improvements

Original steel framed windows installed in 1936 above the Council Chamber were carefully
restored and adapted to address long term air leakage and provide sensor controlled trickle
ventilation. The work included restoration of the glazed dome structure above and the ceiling of
the public gallery to the south side of the chamber. This was followed by a wider programme of
internal re-decoration work to City Hall including both of the public galleries, to the stairways
and circulation areas.

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External Windows

A rolling window restoration programme to City Hall began in July. The contractor carefully
removed each pair of window sashes from their frame, installed a temporary window panel in
their place and took them to his workshop, where all damaged panes and putty were replaced and
draught excluder strips were fitted. In the meantime, the frames were restored and repainted.

The sashes were redecorated and returned to site for final assembly and balancing. A total of 17
windows were completed in 2018, with further windows to the east service yard to follow in
2019.

The above works were designed, procured, programmed, overseen and project managed by the
City Architect’s Department with assistance from the Facilities Manager and the Works
Department.

City Northwest Quarter Regeneration (CNWOR) Phase 1C/2B

CNWQR Phases 1C & 2B were designed by Cork City Architect’s Department and submitted for
Part 8 planning approval. Approval was granted for both housing schemes.
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The Phase 1C/2B site covers almost 2 hectares just east of completed CNWQR Phases 1A and
1B. It spans between Kilmore Road (to the north) and Harbour View Road (to the south), and has
a steep, south-facing gradient. The residential units which previously occupied the site have now
been demolished.

The development will comprise of 81 new units in total: 41 houses, 28 apartments and 6
duplexes. In general, 3-storey dwellings will front onto new/existing arterial routes,
2-storey dwellings will front onto new local roads, and corners will be marked by 3-storey
apartment blocks. Every apartment will have own-door access at ground level.

The architectural language of these phases follows the CNWQR Design Code and complements
that of preceding phases (Phase 1B designed by the Housing Agency, and Phases 1A and 2A
designed by CCAD).

Several of the new unit types are based on house designs which have already proved successful
in Phase 1A.

The public realm strategy set out in the 2011 Regeneration Masterplan has been adhered to: a
network of shared-surface streets, pedestrian & cycling routes and new public spaces will
connect Phases 1C/2B to other phases. A significant new north-south ‘pine’ road will also be
constructed as part of the development, linking Harbour View Road and Kilmore Road.

Completion is scheduled for spring 2020.
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Digital libraries — Present and Future

Cork City Council Libraries applied for funding in August to enhance their digital offering in the
seven libraries around the city, and was delighted to receive grant approval of €351,078. This
capital funding enabled staff to purchase interactive whiteboard meeting room facilities, portable
screens, PA equipment for our festivals and events, cameras and recorders to support media and
podcasting projects, graphics tablets, 3D printers in the Grand Parade and Bishopstown
Libraries, as well as upgrading of Loop systems for hard of hearing in all our libraries, and
equipment for Coderdojo clubs based in libraries. The equipment is now fully operational, and

the public will see the benefits during 2019. A working group of library staff was established to

plan future digital developments, for the benefit of the public and of the service.

Bishopstown, Tory Top, Mayfield, and Blackpool libraries introduced new RFID-enabled self-
service kiosks for the public during 2018. Library patrons can use the kiosks to borrow and
return books and to check their account. The public and staff have taken to them with
enthusiasm, with up to 75% of borrowing now done at kiosks, enabling staff to focus on the
public’s queries, helping with book or CD selection, and running events. All seven libraries in

the City now have RFID-enabled self-service facilities.

President Michael D. Higgins visited the Grand Parade Library on Saturday 24 March — his
second as President and third visit in all. During the visit, President Higgins enjoyed Music
Generation Cork City’s spectacular performance during the Cork Lifelong Learning Festival.
President Higgins’ visit coincided with performances by Rebel Brass and Mahon Community
Rock & Pop Hub in the City Centre Library. The President met with the young musicians after

the performances, and warmly endorsed this exciting example of cultural inclusion in the City

Library.

Shape Your City: Use Your Vote

Minister David Stanton and Lord Mayor Cllr. Mick Finn launched the ‘Shape Your City: Use
Your Vote’ initiative in Voxpro Mahon in the second half of last year.

The *Shape Your City; Use your vote’ is a Cork City Council Community & Enterprise and
Franchise section initiative. It initiative came about following a request from Cork Chamber of
Commerce, Cork Business Association, IBEC, UCC, CIT, the Public Participation Network, and
Cork City of Sanctuary to better support the inclusion of people who are new to Cork City so that
they can contribute actively to civic life and influence how the city operates.

Through this initiative, Cork City Council has collaborated with businesses to host voter
registration and information events in Voxpro, Johnson Controls, Irish Rail, DELL EMC,
Tyndall, Apple, Cork Airport and Pfizer. Through working with community and voluntary
groups, Shape Your City events were held at Healthy Ireland’'s WellComm event in
Knocknaheeny, Cork Migrant Centre migrant voter registration event in association with Cork
City of Sanctuary, ACET School of English, Polish Community Group Together Razem, the
Students Union UCC, the UCC Indian Alumni, and Welcome English.

Tools of the Trade

Creative Ireland project “Tools of the Trade’ came to fruition in the summer of 2018. This
project connected schools to arts and educational organisations and workplaces. Pupils from St
Marie’s of the Isle and Sunday’s Well Boys and Girls Primary schools worked with artists Leah
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Murphy and Susan Walsh over several months, seeing behind the closed doors of the Cork
Public Museum, The Ceramic Dept in Crawford College of Art, and Cork Centre for
Architectural Education. The children created artworks inspired by the specific activities
encountered in each place of work. The result of their work was on exhibition in the City
Museum from the 19th June until the 17th July.

Cork Cruise Ambassadors, a venture of the Tourism Section, experienced a very busy season in
2018. Cork City Council had 22 Ambassador boardings on ships in Ringaskiddy and Cobh. The
number of passengers on board varied from 298 up to 4,380 with another three visits of Princess
Cruises.

The Ambassadors also boarded ships carrying a smaller number of passengers if the Port of Cork
deemed the ship’s visit to Cork to be of significance to the schedule.
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The Ambassadors also established contact with staff on board who make return journeys to Cork
and so were able to have information provided on board for passengers prior to arrival in Cork.
The schedule continued until 20th December 2018.

Visit of the Prince of Wales and Duchess of Cornwall

HRH the Prince of Wales and HRH, the Duchess of Cornwall visited Cork in June 2018, taking
in Cork’s English Market, a star-studded civic reception Cork City Hall and an official dinner
celebrating British-Irish ties in the Crawford Art Gallery.

Up to 150 invited guests met the Royal couple at the Lord Mayor’s Reception at Cork City Hall.
Guests included representatives from the fields of sports, arts, culture, sustainability, finance,
business and IT in Cork, such as chef Rachel Allen, Young Offenders writer and director Peter
Foott and actress Hillary Rose, Olympian Rob Heffernan, representatives from the Royal
Crosshaven Yacht Club and the founding members of iWish, amongst others.

At the official dinner in the Crawford Art Gallery, the Prince of Wales and Duchess of Cornwall
were joined by the Lord Mayor ClIr Tony Fitzgerald, Tanaiste and Minister for Foreign Affairs
and Trade Simon Coveney, Chief Executive of Cork City Council Ann Doherty, the British
Ambassador Robin Barnett, representatives from the world of arts, culture and education and
leading Irish business people with interests in the UK.

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Dog Fouling Awareness

On 6™ March, Cork City Council launched the 2018 Anti Dog Fouling Awareness Campaign
with the announcement of the overall winner of the primary schools poster competition,
sponsored by Maxi Zoo, Ireland largest pet retailer. The event was attended by over 400 pupils
from the 12 schools who participated in the poster competition. The standard of entries was
extremely high, so much so that instead of the normal 25 winners (one from each 4™ & 5™ class
and on overall winner) we ended up having 32 winners. Leah Moore, a 4™ class pupil from
Ballintemple National School, was selected as the overall winner.

The Dog Fouling Sub Committee, through public awareness campaigns, has engaged in a
process of educational, behavioural and attitude change in the area of responsible dog ownership
- with the personal responsibility of dog owners to clean up after their dogs being to the
forefront. The committee is firmly of the view that education and awareness are the cornerstones
of a successful campaign to eliminate dog fouling from the public realm. In 2018, we visited 12
schools and spoke to 4" & 5" class pupils regarding Dog Fouling and Littering.
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Summer in the Park

Cork City Council presented another successful Summer at Fitzgerald’s Park in Cork’s largest
and most prestigious park. The series of events ran from 17 May to 8 September with a variety of
events that appealed to all.

We had a fantastic and enthusiastic response from Cork’s creatives and we have developed this
programme which we feel has something for everyone. From films to music, children’s events
and yoga, the events and activities drew interest from citizens and visitors alike.

Cork City Marathon

The 2018 Cork City Marathon took place on 3 June 2018 with 38 different countries and 73
nationalities represented and over 8,500 individuals taking to the streets of Cork that morning. In
its twelfth year, numbers across all race categories: Full, Half, Team Relay and the all-important
Youth Challenge, were up again in 2018, setting a new participation record for this momentous
race. This new record included a sold out half marathon with 3,000 taking to the new starting
line on Albert Road.

After a phenomenal run from the very beginning, Gary O’Hanlon, aged 44, from Clonliffe
Harriers AC, Dublin, won his first Irish Examiner Cork City Marathon with ease in 02:21:009,
setting a new course record. He was just over four minutes clear of runner-up to cross the line,
Mark Kirwan, Raheny Shamrock, who finished in 02:25:17.
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We had over 540 Stewards and Volunteers at the 2018 Marathon. Along with spectators and
runners, the marathon is a true city-wide event.

The plastic goody bags were replaced this year with reusable textile bags. The difference in price
between the plastic bags and the new reusable bags (approx €3,000) was funded by the
Environment Directorate’s waste prevention budget. The bags were branded with a ReUse
message (Think ReUse — Too Good to Waste). The organisers of the Cork mini marathon are
considering implementing the same initiative as the use of disposable plastics becomes more
unacceptable.

Noise Monitoring

Cork City Council waste enforcement staff successfully carried out a noise monitoring study
around the Ed Sheeran concerts held at Pairc Ui Chaoimh in May 2018. This study was carried
out in order to establish what impact a 3 day music concert has on residents living in the
community surrounding the venue. Over the course of the 3 days, 122 measurements were taken
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at 92 locations within a 500m radius of the stadium and 658 postal surveys were sent to the
residential areas surrounding Pairc Ui Chaoimh. A response rate of 39% was achieved.

The study revealed that noise levels set out under the planning conditions ( 75 dB LAeq 15mins)
were not breached at the nearest noise sensitive receptors and that the 11pm curfew was also
observed.

Anti Dumping Initiative

In April 2018, Government funding of €50,000 was granted to Cork City Council to tackle the
problem of illegal dumping. Under the Department of Communications, Climate Action and
Environment Anti-Dumping Initiative, five projects were sanctioned including the areas around
Killala Gardens, Thomas Davis Street and the Lee Road. The work in each area included the
clean-up of waste at dumping black spots, installation of prevention measures to reduce illegal
dumping such as CCTV and signage. The clean-ups were carried out in conjunction with the
Probation Service, community groups and various City Council departments. Awareness and
enforcement campaigns were also run at these locations. The work has been completed on these
projects and claim forms were submitted to the Department at the beginning of October.

Aside from the everyday challenges facing a large city housing and community directorate, with
just over 9,000 of its own social housing stock and charged with providing housing services and
supports in Ireland’s second city, in 2018 the Directorate had the twin challenges of (1)
delivering its targets as laid out by the Minister for Housing in the Rebuilding Ireland Action
Plan for Housing and Homelessness and (2) planning and participating in the once-in-a-
generation transition to an expanded Cork City Council with its related new customers and

increased services.

Housing Strategy and Rebuilding Ireland

In 2018, Cork City Council’s target for provision of social housing homes for targeted delivery
via build, acquisitions and leasing was 361 homes under the following specific programmes:
e Construction: Local Authority (LA) Build (including turnkeys)

e LA Acquisitions

e LA Refurbishments/VVoids

e Buy and Renew

e Approved Housing Body (AHB) Build & Acquisitions under the Capital Assistance
Scheme and Capital Advance Leasing Facility

e Long Term Leasing via the Social Housing Current Expenditure Programme

e Repair & Leasing Scheme

e Part V delivery

The challenging 2018 delivery target was exceeded by the Council through the provision of 461
homes in 2018, comprising of 292 homes through its Build programmes, 120 homes through its
Acquisition programme and 49 homes through the Social Leasing Initiative. A total of 157
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vacant properties were refurbished and funded by the DHPLG in 2018 (of which 50 are counted
towards the Rebuilding Ireland Build Target).

The Housing Assistance Payment and the Rental Accommodation Scheme supported a further
752 new tenancies during 2018, providing an overall total of 1,320 social housing solutions
delivered in 2018.

The Council & the Approved Housing Body Sector has a strong pipeline for delivery through
2019-2021:

e 452 units are under construction across 16 sites across the City

e A further 568 units are at various stages in the Project Pipeline, and several hundred
additional units within the Competitive Dialogue procurement programme.

Competitive Dialogue Process

Cork City Council’s Competitive Dialogue housing procurement process has proven successful
in delivering innovative solutions as part of the overall strategy to surpass the Rebuilding Ireland
housing delivery targets, with construction completed on four schemes in 2018 at Blackrock,
Tramore Road and Ard Aoibhinn totaling 82 homes, including Cork City Council’s first
downsizing schemes to be developed in over a decade. Construction is underway on a further 5
schemes at High Street, Blarney Street, White Street, Farranferris and Blackpool which are due

for completion in 2019, consisting of 85 homes.

A further phase 2 of Competitive Dialogue, is projected to yield a significant number of further
units. Two schemes, with planning permission in place, are proceeding to construction in Quarter
1 of 2019, comprising 30 homes. Further schemes have been shortlisted to progress to the next

phase of procurement, involving a Part 8 process.
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Cork City Council received recognition for this innovation and was honoured with a European
Eco-Procura Innovation Procurement of the Year Award. The award ceremony was held in
Nijmegen, Netherlands, the European Green Capital during the Ecoprocura 2018 Conference.
The Award was presented by Marzena Rogalska, Director for Single Market for Public
Administrations, DG for Internal Market, Industry, Entrepreneurship and SMEs, European
Commission. Cork City Council used a competitive dialogue procurement procedure that
sparked innovation and broadened the Council’s options for social housing locations and design.
Cork was amongst six public authorities to receive awards in different categories. Other
authorities awarded were the Government of Flanders, City of Barcelona, City of Rotterdam,
Transport for London and the City of Aalborg, Denmark. The city of Copenhagen received an

honourable mention.

Affordable Housing

A planning application was approved by Cork County Council for the construction of 143 units
of accommodation at Boherboy Road, Mayfield. This scheme was appealed to An Bord Pleanala
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and planning permission has been received for 147 units. An application to the DHPLG Serviced
Sites Fund 2018 has been approved. The procurement process for detailed design and
construction of the residential scheme is underway is progressing to Invitation to Tender stage.
This unique initiative is being supported by The Serviced Site Fund as announced in Budget 19
and is one of the first schemes ‘off the traps’ with this new initiative from the Rebuilding Ireland
Programme.

Old Whitechurch Road (LIHAF)

Local Infrastructure Housing Activation Fund (LIHAF) funding through the Rebuilding Ireland
programme has been secured for the delivery of enabling infrastructure to facilitate the delivery
of around 600 new homes on this site. The Part 8 permission for the progression of the
infrastructural works was approved by An Chombhairle in January 2019. The initial phase of this
infrastructure which involves the removal and undergrounding of linear grid infrastructure has
been ordered and scheduled by the service provider. The remaining spine access road with
junctions and trunk water and drainage works are going to tender in the coming weeks.

Bishopsgrove Project Supported Student Accommodation

In November 2018, Cork City Council won a Chambers Ireland Excellence Award in the Local
Authority Innovation category for the Bishopsgrove Project. This marks the second year running
that the Housing Directorate has won in this category, having last year achieved the honour for
its work on the Competitive Dialogue procurement process. Bishopsgrove Supported Student
Accommodation comprises of 39 modern and secure purpose-built accommodation bed spaces
and is located close to Cork Institute of Technology (CIT). Managed by Cork Foyer Project, it
accepted its first students in June 2017 and acts as a sister project to the Cork Foyer. It allows
young people who have progressed well in a homeless service to escape the cycle of
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homelessness through third level education. The collaborative project between Cork Foyer,
TUSLA and Focus Ireland is the first model of its kind in the state.

Family Hub

Cork City Council opened its first family hub in 2018 in a period building on the Western Road,
which caters for up to 19 families that require emergency accommodation. The hub is managed
on the Council’s behalf by the Good Shepherd Services and is proving a great success with a
number of families transitioning quickly to other more permanent social housing solutions.

Presentation from National Director of Housing First
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Council Services

In 2018 the ICT and Business Services Department continued supporting Cork City Council in
the provision of enhanced and more efficient IT services to the businesses, residents and citizens
of the city. The launch of a new enhanced website, designed around the customers we support
and services we provide, was a significant project. The site gives a vibrant, mobile friendly and
customer-centric platform for information and online services. The roll-out of a CRM (Customer
Relationship Management) solution across the organisation, in particular for Roads, Environment
and Housing services, looks to exploit best in class CRM solutions with mobile technologies to
provide an enhanced response and service on council functions as diverse as housing
maintenance to inspections of lifebuoys. The department continues to promote the city’s Smart
Agenda and events and initiatives such as iWish, the GrowSmarter EU project assembly and the
successful application for funding under the WIiFi4EU public wifi initiative highlights the
ambition to enhance Cork’s reputation as an attractive place to live, work and invest.

The year was not without its challenges. Cyber security and threats such as phishing and
malware have required continuous attention and no different to any organisation of its size,
vigilance is hugely important. Proactive measures such as testing of systems and infrastructure
for vulnerabilities is undertaken at regular intervals and the role of a dedicated security officer
has been introduced. Towards the end of the year, preparations for the extension of the city
boundary became a real focus for the directorate as the integration of upwards of 15 new sites
into the Wide Area Network and the migration of data from a significant number of systems
began to impact the Infrastructure and Business Systems teams. This will continue to be a
priority project for the majority of 2019.
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Following the publication of the Mackinnon Report in April 2017, the new boundary of Cork
City Council’s administrative area was agreed in December that year. The boundary extension
of 2019 is the biggest change to Cork City since 1965. It will see the population of the city
increase by 85,000 people, the geographical area increase fivefold, 550kms of roads transfer to
the city and 200 staff transfer from the County to the City Council.

The Transition Directorate was formed in June 2018, under the direction of David Joyce,
Director of Service, and 5 additional staff, to guide, manage, monitor and deliver the expansion
of Cork City Council’s administrative area.

The Transition Team was tasked with setting the strategic direction of the project as well as
supporting the individual Directorates to deliver specific aspects of the transition project. In
order to deliver the change required to govern this new expanded city administrative area two
distinct but related bodies of work were identified:

¢ Reorganise Cork City Council from a functional based organisation
e Integrate the services presently being provided in the transfer area, including the
associated staff and financial resources, into the City Council

Between June and December 2018, the Transition Team organised approximately 100 meetings,
both at sub-group and Director (D2D) level. These meetings have been critical in identifying the
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services currently being provided in the transfer area, allowing Cork City Council to put
arrangements in place for a seamless transfer of services in May/June 2019.

The Transition Team also worked very closely with the Chief Executive and Senior Management
in 2018 to identify a new organisational structure for Cork City Council, so that it can best meet
the demands of a larger city moving forward. The proposed new structure was presented to all
staff in December 2018.

As we move forward into 2019, we face both a challenging and exciting time for Cork City
Council. The Transition Team will continue to strive to deliver a smooth internal re-organisation
of Cork City Council and an equally successful transfer of services from the County, with the
minimum impact to our citizens.

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National Women’s Enterprise Day 2018

National Women’s Enterprise Day 2018

Organised by the Local Enterprise Offices (LEOs) across the Local Authority network, the aim
of National Women’s Enterprise Day (NWED) is to encourage more women to set up and grow
their own businesses and to avail of the supports that are available from the LEOs. The
Cork/Kerry NWED event for the South West region on 18" October was organised by LEOs in
Cork and Kerry and hosted by LEO Cork City in the city, in association with the Enterprise
Europe Network (EEN). It was one of sixteen events nationwide. This year’s theme was “from
local to global” and speakers, panellists and the LEOs encouraged the businesswomen to look
internationally for growth opportunities. Event Ambassador 2018 was Joan Walsh of
Partnership International and the Keynote Speaker was Eleanor McEvoy of Budget Energy and
RTE’s Dragons’ Den.
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CoWork City

A new co-working space in the New Civic Offices at Eglinton Street was launched as COwoRK
City by the Lord Mayor and Chief Executive. The event was also attended by the Tanaiste and
Minister of Foreign Affairs and Trade, Simon Coveney. The space houses micro companies in
their start up phase and will be made up of mainly LEO clients along with EU project managers
and others. CorkBIC’s International Security Accelerator continues within the space also and
the second programme will begin in September, the first having been completed in June. The
Accelerator is supported by key funding partners Kernel Capital and Trend Micro and hosted by
Cork City Council.

Academy of Urbanism Congress 2018: Cities on the Rise: Delivering positive city-region
growth

The Academy of Urbanism annual congress came to Cork between 27-30 June 2018 with the aim
of exploring how we can deliver positive city-region growth. Using Cork and other exemplary
international examples, the Congress explored the challenges and opportunities of mid-size
cities, with study visits and trips, presentations, interactive workshop discussions with local and
external experts. Cork City Council (SPED and City Architects) worked closely with the
Academy to put a programme together that showed off Cork’s assets and opportunities to the
200+ delegates from Ireland, the UK, Europe and around the world. The Congress explored a
number of key themes, including: how to make city development people-centred; how to create a
socially inclusive city; how to make the most of the public space along the Lower Lee Flood
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Relief Scheme; how to carry out effective citizen and stakeholder engagement, amongst many
others. The event was held in various venues around Cork City, including Nano Nagle Place;
Cork School of Music; Saint Angela’s School, City Hall and the Crawford Gallery. The feedback
from the Academy was that the Cork Congress was the biggest and best Congress held so far,
although it was acknowledged that the sunny backdrop enhanced the experience for all of those
visiting Cork.

WE ARE CORK

Collaboration across Cork on new Cork brand will promote and drive success in Cork

Many of Cork’s landmark buildings turned red in September to mark the launch of a new brand
to promote Cork. The “We are Cork” brand will enhance marketing of the city and county
nationally and internationally as a great place to live, work, invest, study, play, visit and
succeed.

The initiative aims to support Cork as it’s poised to become the fastest growing region in Ireland
in the next 20 years. As part of the initiative, which is a first in Ireland, the region’s stakeholders
including Cork City Council, Cork County Council, Cork Airport, Port of Cork, University
College Cork, Cork Institute of Technology, Cork Chamber, Cork Business Association, Ibec,
Enterprise Ireland, IDA, Failte Ireland and Visit Cork are backing the “We are Cork” brand. As
the umbrella brand for Cork, it is envisaged that “We are Cork” will also be available for use by
all businesses, organisations and interested parties in Cork.
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Pat Ledwidge awarded Golden Magnolia by Shanghai Government

Cork City received a prestigious award from the Shanghai Municipal People’s Government in
Shanghai. Mayor of Shanghai, Ying Yong, made Pat Ledwidge, Director of Strategic Planning
and Economic Development with Cork City Council, a Laureate of the Gold Magnolia Award at
City Hall in People’s Square Shanghai. The award recognised his contribution to the
development of Shanghai under the auspices of the Shanghai Cork Sister City Agreement.

Mr. Ledwidge is one of ten recipients of the Gold Magnolia Award in 2018 and is the only
recipient from Europe. The Shanghai Municipal People’s Government conferred a further honour
on Cork as it requested Mr. Ledwidge to make the acceptance speech on behalf of all ten
recipients of the Gold Medal Award.

Cork City Council has been developing ties with China since 2002. In 2005, it signed a Sister
City Agreement with the Shanghai Municipal People’s Government. In 2011, it signed further
Memoranda of Understanding with the Hangzhou Municipal People’s Government and the Wuxi
Municipal People’s Government. In 2013, Cork concluded a Memorandum of Understanding
with the Shenzhen Municipal People’ Government. There are five Chinese companies currently
located in Cork.

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City Centre Public Transportation Improvement Scheme

The construction contract of the city centre public transport improvement scheme reached
completion in 2018. The scheme involved upgrading of traffic signals public lighting as well as
providing enhanced pedestrian facilities in the city centre. Changes to traffic flows came into

effect in Grattan Street and the surrounding residential streets and the bus priority measures on St
Patrick Street came into effect in August.

Low Cost Safety Schemes

One of the critical success factors of the Cork Road Safety Plan 2016-2020 is to make the road
network safer and more forgiving of inevitable errors by road users. One of the measures
includes the implementation of low cost safety measures.
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Cork City Council engaged MHL & Associates Ltd, Consulting Engineers to prepare drawings
and contract documents for the construction of the Low Cost Safety Improvement Schemes at
Blarney Road, Glenheights Rd and Sawmill St. The project included the provision of a signalised
pedestrian crossing as well as 2 No. zebra crossings and a raised junction table. The scheme also
covered public lighting upgrade works, resurfacing, road lining, footpath improvement works,
and new road signage and drainage improvements. The main aim of the project was to upgrade
the junctions in order to provide a safer environment for all road users and in particular for
pedestrian and cyclists.

McGinty & O Shea Ltd were the preferred contractor and commenced works in early 2018. The
project has since been completed and its implementation has been extremely successful.

30 KM per hour Areas

As part of the initiative to improve safety, 80 Streets (21 Zones) of 30kph were proposed in
2018. The implementation date for these speed limits was the 11" of March 2019.

Public Lighting

The recent upgrading of public lighting on St Patrick’s Street forms part of Cork City Council’s
ambitious programme to improve the lighting in our city centre, on major roads and in residential
areas. The works were part of Cork City Council’s 2018 programme to replace and improve the
lighting stock in the city and to reduce energy costs. The works were completed in time for
seasonal shoppers ahead of the Christmas period and involved the replacement of 150w SON
lamps with 36w LED lamps which gave an energy reduction of 76%. The works were designed
to minimise disruption, work safely and improve the electrical safety of the underlying electrical
infrastructure which also facilitated the festive lighting installation. To date, Cork City Council
has achieved an upgrading of 15% of its public lighting inventory to LED lighting, with an
average energy saving of 40-50% per lantern.

In addition Cork City Council has facilitated the commencement of the Siro Broadband delivery
in association with ESB Networks. The works have also provided an opportunity to upgrade 388
public lighting brackets and LED lanterns improving the lighting levels and electrical safety on
the regional roads as the ESB renewal scheme has been undertaken. This complex multi- zone
broadband delivery will continue to be rolled out over the next two years and will provide further
broadband options to citizens in new and modern City.

Park & Ride

With effect from 9™ August 2018 the route of the P&R bus service was extended to include stops
in the city centre. A total of 5 new stops were introduced, Merchants Quay, St Patricks St
(Debenhams), St Patricks St/ Princes Street, Grand Parade & South Mall. The operational hours
were also extended. The first bus departs the P&R at 7.00am and the last bus departs St Patricks
St at 8.10pm. Buses run every 10 mins at peak and 15 mins at off peak.

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SAINT PATRICK’S BRIDGE

Cork City Council, in conjunction with Transport Infrastructure Ireland (TII), commenced
preliminary works on the repair and rehabilitation of the iconic St. Patrick’s Bridge in February
2018. All conservation and restoration works were undertaken sympathetic to the original design
and construction values with cognisance of the unique heritage and historical importance of this
bridge both nationally and local.

Works were awarded by way of two separate contracts;

Cork City Council appointed SSE Airtricity Utility Solutions Ltd. to restore and replicate the
heritage standards (gas lamp columns) on St Patrick’s Bridge. They in turned partnered with
Neri, renowned Italian lighting restoration specialists, to complete this element of the project.
Four existing heritage standards on the bridge, together with a further four in storage were
removed and sent to Italy for repair and restoration. This involved returning the columns to their
original unpainted bare metal state, repairing any defects from weather etc., and applying a
number of coats of protective and finished paintwork under factory conditions. As part of this
process, a mould was also created to enable the casting of exact copies of additional replica
columns.

Re: Report under Section 179 (3) of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 as amended

LOCATION: Site situated at Springville House, Blackrock Road in the townland of Knockrea, Cork City.

PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT: The proposed development consists of the change of use of Springville
House from an existing multi- storey office building to a modern residential accommodation scheme consisting
of a four-floor over-basement apartment building and two storey semi-detached houses on the existing site at
Blackrock Road. The proposed works include:

¢ Proposed construction works and extension to the existing office building,
o The construction of 35 no. residential units consisting of
- 4 No. 3 bedroom semi-detached two-storey houses
- 1 No. 3 bedroom apartment
- 14 No. 2 bedroom apartments
- 16 No. 1 bedroom apartments
o Allancillary site works and signage as outlined on the plans and particulars.

Cork City Council advertised the proposed development by public advertisement and site notices on the 27™
March 2019 as required by Article 81 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001, as amiended.
Pursuant to the requirements of Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations, 2001, as amended, the
development is proposed to be carried out for and on behalf of Cork City Council by MMD Cons{ruction
(Cork) Lid., by agreement subject to a formal contract to be entered into with the Council. Plans and
particulars of the propesed development were made available for public inspection for the prescribed period.
The period within which any submissions/observations were to be made ended on 13™ May 2019,

A total of twenty three submissions /observations were received by the Council within the prescribed period in
relation to the proposed development. The names and addresses of those making submissions/ observations
are listed on the attached Appendix 1.

The submissions/observations have been considered and the issues raised are summarised below with their
related responses:

A. ARCHITECTURAL LAYOUT/DESIGN
Submissions/Observations:

{. It is stated that the proposal constitutes overdevelopment of the site and that the proposed density is too
high, in circumstances where two different previous planning applications with a lower density were not
successful in obtaining planning consent some years ago. It was submitted that the scale and density of
the current proposal was out of character with the existing environment.

2. Itwas stated that a different planning application on the site for 24 units and 5 townhouses was refused by
An Bord Pleandla (ABF) in 2010 and it was put forward that the current proposal has more housing units
and a larger floor area. It was alleged that the similar reasons for refusal were still outstanding with the
current proposal, namely:



a. The height, bulk and massing of the apartment block would be “overbearing in relation fo the
adjacent property to the west and the proposed developmeni would therefore seriously injure the
amenities of property in the vicinity”. It is alleged that the massing still exists in the proposed
development.

b. ABP reasoned that “having regard to their close proximity to site boundaries, it is considered that
the townhouses would give rise to excessive overlooking and overshadowing of adjacent residential
properties to the west and south’’. It was considered that the proposed development would seriously
injure the amenities of the property in the vicinity. The proposed development has 4 townhouses,
even though these were included in the 2010 application.

c. 1t was stated that the issue of overlooking of the houses on the west and south could still remain and
that the proposed townhouses being built along the boundaiy wall on the west side have full length
windows on the bedrooms with the potential to overlook properties.

3. It is suggested that balconies in the current proposal would impact negatively on the privacy of existing
local residents. They consider that the proposed building could overlook the property to the South and
West from a number of living areas on several floor levels and despite the proposed brise-soleil this could
result in visual intrusion which would interfere with the privacy and enjoyment of the adjacent property.
They consider that the “louvred privacy screening” protects the person behind the screening from being
seer while they could still see out through the screening and in their opinion that not all the balconies will
be covered with screening.

4. Some consider that the proposed additional storey to the existing building is an infringement on local
amenities in a low vise residential area, as the site is elevated.

3. It is stated that there is limited amenity space proposed for the residents and that could result in poor
quality living conditions for residents and a risk that children could end up playing on Bulls Lane which is
a safety concern.

6. It is considered by some that the design of the open spaces is contrary to best practice guidelines. They
state that there are a number of “hidden spaces™ along the northern and western boundaries which could
Jacilitate anti-social behaviour and increase security concerns. It is further stated that the proposed
pedestrian access from Blackrock Road on the western boundary was itself a “hidden space” and could
create public access to the open spaces at the rear of the building. They would prefer natural surveillance.

7. There was a concern about the possible increase in noise levels from the balconies and communal areas of
the proposed development from.its present office status.

8. 1t is submitted that the bicycle store and refuse area spaces should have natural surveillance for security
reqasons.

9. It is stated that there will not be a natural drying place for clothing other than the dryer which could be
unhealthy, expensive and environmentally unfriendly and that this could encourage clothes drying on
balconies with the risk of an unsightly streetscape. The submission suggested a communal laundry and
access to a communal drying area. _

10. It is submitted that a Housing Body Design Guide which recommends that “where a combined
kitchen/dining room is previded, ventilation to the room must be to the kitchen part in order to minimise
the spread of cooking smells and steam”. There was a concern that this may not be the case. in this
instance.

11. Ii is staled that townhouses to the rear could experience massing from the apartment block and could have
poor light which would not make for good living conditions.

12. It is submitted that the boundary detail in “section D" was incorrect and that would raise concerns over
the accuracy of other information and the overall design philosophy. It considered that:

a. The wall elevation on the adjoining site to the West is at least three metres taller

b. The ground level on the adjoining site to the West is lower than on the Springville House side.

c. The boundary detail D (western boundary) indicates that there is a reinforced concrete foundation but
this stone wall did not have any foundation and the proposed building works were a cause of concern
due to the risk of this wall collapsing.

It is submitted that due to the level discrepancy, the proposed townhouses would be at a significantly
higher level than indicated on the plans resulting in the windows at the ground level potentially infringing
on privacy, along with the first - floor windows at the gable end

13. It is suggested that drop in level on the western side of the site boundary and other walls fo the south,
leading from the open garden space on the proposed site had safety implications for children.



14. 1t is submitted that a property to the South of the proposed development is not accurately depicted on the
plans and that townhouse No. 1 would overshadow part of the neighbouring property.

I5. It is suggested that the proposed development does not include provision for security fencing to protect
neighbouring properties from incursion and oversight.

16. It is stated that the proposed townhouses, the proposed additiorial floor and the addition of trees to be
planted to the rear of the properties to the West would block natural light entering the properiy.

I7. It is submitted that extending the building outward to the North and East, as well as the proposed
additional floor, could have an impact on privacy (windows and balconies), light infringements, the
vernacular of the streetscape and on lines of sight.

18. It is suggested that the sewer from the Cork Main Drainage scheme which runs through the site along the
line of the entrance, that in the event that maintenance of the pipe was required, it would be expensive to
tear up and reinstate the area. It further suggested not disturbing this area. It is alleged that the sewer
pipe took two and a half years to complete due.to challenges encountered on site. There is a concern that
there was no mention.of this high risk infrastructure or reference to a risk management plan that can be
viewed by local residents to alleviate their concerns.

19. It is submitted that the area directly surrounding and in the vicinity of the site, is of historical, social and
architectural significance and suggests that the proposal does not address the street but rather swallows
the entire site. It further submits, that the proposal does not maintain any set back from the existing
Jootpath but reaches out to the full extent. It states that the proposal is poor planning and poor design and
not in keeping with the area or the development plan. It suggests that the Council’s Architectural
Conservation Officer should be consulted to review the proposal given its proximity to the Architectural
Conservation Area. It alleged that the development would materially affect the character of the area and
likely contravene the Development Plan 2016-2021.

Response to Submissions/Observations:

1. The Council considers the density of the: proposed development to be appropriate. for the site. The site is
within walking distance to the City Centre and is located along a very busy bus corridor which supports
higher densities, in accordance with the City Development Plan. _

2. From the outset, the planninig history of the site was $eriously and carefully considered with all other
constraints by both the Council and the Architect-led design team in developing a sustainable solution to
provide. much needed homes for today’s requirements The present proposal looks to regenerate and
extend the existing office building while previous applications for residential units sought to demolish and
build a totally new building. The main reasons for the failure of the different scheme to get planning
consent in 2010 were twofold:

o It was considered that the proposed development would give rise to excessive overlooking of adjacent
residential properties to the west and south

¢ Having regard to the poor quality and disposition of open space provided, both private and shared, it
was considered that the overall provision was deficient and inadequate to meet the needs of future
occupants,

The development has been designed specifically in order to address these issues in the current proposal.

A portion of the existing building along the western elevation has been designed out where overlooking
would have been a factor in the 2010 scheme. Designing out this element of the structure has significantly
reduced potential overlooking as well as reducing the mass of the building on this elevation. The windows
along the western elevation have been significantly reduced in size compared to the previous scheme and
the proposed windows that are on the western elevation are now predominantly high-level bedroom
windows. Projecting fins have also been introduced by the Architect to eliminate overlooking from
windows on the western elevation and in addition vertical louvres / brise soleil have been introduced to
eliminate overlooking from proposed balconies to the west and south. In addition to the brise soleil
proposed in the application, for the two apartments (first floor and second floor) on the south west corner of
the proposed development, opaque glass will be designed in on the remainder of the balcony up to eye level
to eliminate any potential for overlooking.



Design-wise, in terms of massing, a portion of the existing building along the western elevation has been
removed, and the Northern (Blackrock Road) elevation is significantly reduced from that of earlier schemes
put forward by others. The 2010 application in fact proposed to increase the frontage of the building on
Blackrock Road from 14.4 metres (m) to 23.5m. Whereas, the current application is designed by the
Architect with only a front building line of less than 10m in width along the Blackrock Road and a total
width of approx. 19m.

The proposed communal open-space is now better designed at 377sq.m which according to the Sustainable
Urban Housing document: ‘Design standards for new Apartments’ is well over the 187sq.m dictated by the
standards. Earlier schemes proposed on the site did not meet these space requirements and relied very much
on the quality of open space provided, which was not acceptable.

In response to submissions and concerns regarding the potential for overlooking from the townhouses to the
properties to the west and south it is now proposed by the Council to redesign and develop the four
townhouses as single storey one-bedroom homes. See proposed re-design on drawing in Appendix 2.

. The Architect, whilst working with an existing building, has insured by design there are no back gardens
overlooked by the proposed apartment block. Projecting fins and vertical louvres/brise soleil have been
designed-in to eliminate overlooking at these points. In addition to the brise soleil proposed in the
application, for the two apartments (first floor and second floor) on the south west corner of the proposed
development; opaque glass will be used on the remainder of the balcony up to eye level to further eliminate
the potential for overlooking.

The brise soleil is designed to allow light in but does not-allow for the occupants to overlook neighbouring
back gardens. It is important to point out that the privacy for neighbours has been improved in the current
design solution compared to the existing status with the building. The existing building overlooks
neighbouring back gardens and little or no effort had been previously made to deter this, If the office block
were to be renovated and re-opened, it should also be noted that there are no conditions attached to its
planning permission to restrict operating times and many office blocks today operate round the clock to
work online with the US and other global partners and customers.

. The top floor has been designed primarily to the East of the existing building on the Bulls Lane side where
there is significant set back from adjoining properties. Four storeys above basemerit is not regarded as
excessive in.any way in a present-day near city centre location; this is sustainable and acceptable. In fact,
St. Josephs Villas and St. Josephs Place are located directly across Blackrock Road from the proposed
development are 3- storey over basement properties.

. The proposed communal open-space designed at 377sq.m is well over the 187sq.m minimum dictated by
the Sustainable Urban housing document: ‘Design standards for new Apartments®. Also, Kennedy Park is
within 200m of the current development envisaged.

. The scheme is designed to retain the existing pedestrian entrance from the Blackrock Road on the western
boundary and to arrange that it will be gated to limit public access. There is an existing sewer running
along this pedestrian access route precluding development on this area. This area will have ample natural
surveillance from the proposed basement and ground floor units which have windows and terraces
overlooking this area. The Architect designed ground floor apartments (No 7 and 8) have windows and
terraces overlooking the proposed open space to the Notth of house No. 4. The proposed houses No. 2, 3
and 4 also have ground floor windows cleverly included on their gables to overlook the adjacent proposed
communal open areas and provide further passive surveillance.

. The Housing Directorate considers that the design and transformation of the abandoned facility to
residential accommodation must be welcomed as it will be more compatible with surrounding uses, and it
will dramatically improve the appearance of the existing derelict building and surrounds. It is part of this
proposal that the development will be managed by a professional Approved Housing Body experienced in
housing management.

. The design proposal is that access to the bicycle storage arca and refuse areas in the basement will be
restricted to residents only by key/fob access only; this system works well across the City in -other
developments. As outlined above, the development will be managed by a professional Approved Housing
Body.

The current architectural layout for the scheme is proven and standard practice in urban apartment
buildings. It is proposed that the development will be managed by a professional Approved Housing Body
experienced in residential facility management.

- The Architect and Engineers have designed this scheme such that all kitchens will have adequate

ventilation as required under Building Regulations; mechanical ventilation may be designed-in over
kitchen cookers.

The Scheme proposal has been designed according to good design principles such that the proposed houses
are set back adequately from the proposed apartment building.

In fact, the existing level difference was shown correctly on the Proposed Site Sections drawing (Dwg No.
2186-10) included in the planning proposal submission. The Architect’s design takes into account the level
difference with the adjacent sites. The boundary details shown on the Proposed Site Plan (Dwg No. 2186-
01) were a typical construction detail only. A condition survey will be undertaken of all boundaries prior
to commencement of development and appropriate measures taken; these are planning drawings, not
construction drawings. Measures can be taken by the designers and the Approved Housing Body to
discourage individuals from climbing and sitting on walls. In relation to the concern regarding the
potential for overlooking from the townhouses of the. properties to the west and south, no first- floor
windows were proposed at the gable ends. Taking the submissions into account, the Housing Directorate
now proposes to redesign and construct the four townhouses as four single storey one bedroom houses.
See proposed drawing in Appendix 2,

As already stated, measures will be both designed and taken to discourage individuals from climbing and
sitting on the boundary wall and the development will be managed by a professional Approved Housing
Body.

As stated above, the Housing Directorate has now redesigned and will construct the proposed four
townhouses as four single storey one bedroom houses to eliminate any potential overlooking and
overshadowing of adjacent properties. See proposed drawing in Appendix 2.

As normal, suitable hoarding will be erected during the construction stage of the proposed development for
safety and security. The final development will be gated with access provided for residents only. The
development will be managed by a. professional Approved Housing Body. As part of the Developer’s
Stakeholder Engagement on the project, boundary fencing can be reviewed in consultation with adjoining
residents. '

As stated above, it is now proposed to construct four single storey one bedroom houses to eliminate
potential overlooking and overshadowing of adjacent properties. See proposed drawing in Appendix 2
Design-wise, the proposed additional floor has been carefully designed-in by the Architect primarily to the
East of the existing building on the Bulls Lane side where there is adequate set back from adjoining
properties. Proposed planting will be designed and planted so as not to block natural light entering any
properties to the West.

The Architect has designed the scheme such that the proposed building will be over 23m distant from the
existing dwellings of St Joseph’s Villas and St Joseph’s Place, across the Blackrock Road. Any views from
the proposed windows or balconies will therefore be limited to the front gardens of the existing dwellings
which would be no different from the view from the public road, passing traffic and the existing properties
opposite. The design is such that proposed development is carefully and adequately set back from the road
edge so as not to infringe on lines of sight.

. The location of the existing storm sewer has been carefully taken into account within the proposed design.

No works are proposed to the sewer and no development is proposed over the sewer. Cork City Council
Drainage Section has been consulted and it’s advices taken on this important matter.

The Housing Directorate considered this submission with the Architect. The Architectural Conservation
Area (ACA) in the vicinity of the proposed development is limited to Nos 1-5 St Josephs Villas. The
proposed development does not impact on-this ACA.

TRAFFIC/PARKING/SAFETY

Submissions/Observations:

It is submitted that the area concerned is a busy location with bus routes, school traffic and traffic
congestion at peak times and that there are currently concerns with safety at the nearby junction and along
the stretch of road to the school entrance. It is further submitted that an increased volume of traffic from
the proposed development could exacerbate the present position.
It is stated that the proposed parking provision for the development is unclear and that little or no parking
provision is provided for within the proposed development. It stated that there are very little parking
Spaces available in this vicinity af present and thai the area in the vicinity of the development is the first
“out-of-town™ parking free zone and as such there are many vehicles parked at the roadside at most times
which means buses and large vehicles currently have difficulty passing through. and residents struggle to
find parking. It further states that the proposal does not consider parking needs of visitors to the proposed
residents or delivery and service vehicles and that parking will be put under further pressure following the
Road Network Improvements Scheme and the coming on stream of Navigation House which has insufficient
parking. It further states that the existing residents have been looking for disk parking to be introduced in
the area for years but to no avail. '
There is also a request that a mobility study and a traffic management plan be put in place to address
congestion on the road. It is stated that there is.no provision or space to introduce a cycle lane and with
heavy traffic and a busy route, it submits that there are already health and safety concerns for those
attempting to cycle in-the area and beyond.
1t is submitted that the offices at the site, when in use, provided on-site parking and did not impact on local
parking and that the proposed development should do likewise. It is stated that other recently constructed
apartment developments on Blackrock Road and Boreenmanna Road have provided their occupants with
parking facilities and did not negatively impact on parking for existing residents.
The question is asked, would the residents of the proposed development be entitled to purchase a resident
parking permit and if not could illegal parking lead 1o significant safety issues.
It is submitted that the proposals- state that the development will be wheelchair accessible but that no
disabled parking space is being provided. And, concerns are expressed that the existing user of the
disabled parking space on Blackrock Road opposite the proposed development will be restricted from
access {o this space if a disabled resident moves into the proposed development.
It is stated that the proposed parking arrangements might restrict the residents of Springville House to
develop careers and limits their job choice to work in locations close to public transpori routes and to 9 to
5 positions’. It is further stated that residents working shift hours would need a car or would have to get a
taxi as public transport is not available on 24-hour basis. Concerns are expressed that this could limit the
development of a sustainable community.
It is submitied that the proposed parking arrangements could make it difficult for children who may be
residents to integrate info the communily though inclusion in key activities such as sports and other extra-
curricular activities, as it is necessary to drive to many of the sport centres and sports grounds.
It is stated that Bulls Lane is a single-track narrow lane and is already a busy road and that could not
support the additional traffic from proposed development. It was alleged that a rejection of planning
application 17/37296 and 19/38297 would support the submission. It is further stated that there are no
passing points or parking lay-bys which would enablé traffic travelling in opposite directions fo pass each
other and that it would be unacceptable for anyone to block the road by parking on it but there are no
parking restrictions to prevent this. It added that there was a concern about the safely of pedestrians,
buggies and wheelchair users on that road particularly with the lack of provision for a footpath on Bulls
Lane, with only steps proposed at Entrance 3.
It is suggested that refise collection to the rear of the building would be a complication for residents on
Bulis Lane.
There is a concern about access for emergency services into the site and other properties further along
Bulls Lane through the narrow. Bulls Lane should vehicles park along the lane.



12. It is stated that the 20 proposed bicycle spaces appeared limited and at odds with the proposed parking

provision and that the cycle parking is proposed in a basement needing to be accessed via stairs or lifts.

13. It was submitted that the Guidelines from the Department of Housing dictates that early consultation with

the Crime Prevention advisor of the Garda Siochdna are and that it appeared that An Garda Sfochdna
have not been consulited in relation to the proposed development.

Response to Subnissions/Observations:

1.

Having carefully examined the position, the Housing Directorate has ensured in the design that there is
limited parking provision proposed within the current development; the resulting volume of vehicular
traffic generated from the development will be very limited. As it is now proposed by the Housing
Directorate that the units will be utilised for downsizing homes, traffic movements from such developments
are generally confined to off-peak hour periods when traffic congestlon on Blackrock Road would not be
an issue. The proposed development will not cause any increase in risk to pedestrians and other road users
due to the very low levels of vehicular traffic generated by this development. Also, the Cork Docklands to
City Centre Road Network Improvements Scheme is currently out for public consultation and the proposed
transportation infrastructure works include for the realignment of the nearby Old Blackrock Road and
Victoria Road junction; this will further improve traffic conditions in the area. The proposed development
does not preclude these proposed realignment works.

The Depaitment of Housing, Planning and Local Government position in its guidelines for urban housing;
“Design standards for new apartments” states that the default policy for parking in central and /or
accessible urban locations is for “car parking provision to be minimised, substantially reduced or wholly
eliminated.” The proposed development is designed in keeping with these guidelines and with the City
Development Plan. The Housing Directorate no longer proposes. to undertake any works to the aréa to the
north of the proposed apartment building, on Blackrock Road. The existing arca will be retained as it is.
The Cork Docklands to City Centre Road Network Improvements Scheme is currently out for public
consultation and the proposed infrastructure works include for the realignment of the nearby Old Blackrock
Road and Victoria Road junction which is anticipated to improve traffic ¢onditions in the area. The
proposed development does not preclude these proposed realignment works. Prior to the start of the
development, a Site Specific Construction Traffic Management Plan will be generated in consultation with
all stakeholders i.e. Cork City Council, Local Residents and Businesses, Ashton School, and this will be
implemented, maintained and reviewed throughout the project.

As already outlined, the Department of Housing, Planning and Local Government state in their guidelines.
for urban housing; “Design standards for new apartments™ that the default policy for parking in central
and/or accessible urban locations is for “car parking provision to be minimised, substantially reduced or
wholly eliminated”. The proposed development is in line with these guidelines and with the City
Development Plan.

The residents of the proposed apartments will not be eligible for a resident’s parking permit, in accordance
with City Council policy. All prospective tenants will be informed that the housing units will not have
parking provision.

The prospective tenants will be aware that the housing units will not have parking provision included and
the units will be allocated accordingly. The corridors on the ground floor will be linked to allow
wheelchair users to enter the building at Entrance 2 and access the southern lift shaft which provide access
to the apartments on the southern part of the building, Apartment Nos 4, 5, 8 and 9 will be redesigned
accordingly.

The Department of Housing, Planning and Local Government state in their guidelines for urban housing;
“Design standards for new apartments™ that the default policy for parking in central and/or accessible urban
locations is for “car parking provision to be minimised, substantially reduced or wholly eliminated.” The
proposed development is in line with these guidelines and with the City Development Plan. The Housing
Directorate is clear that prospective tenants will be made aware that the homes will not have parking
provision included and the housing units will be allocated accordingly.

The proposed development is located sustainably and centrally within walking distance of, and on a very
regular bus route to the City Centre and the Blackrock/Mahon area; this is an ideal location for urban living
with existing services.

By design, there is limited parking provision proposed within the development, the volume of traffic
generated from the development will be very limited. The existing stepped footpath along Bulls Lane to
the existing entrance to the development can be opened to the public once construction has been completed.
Consideration can be given by the Council to dealing with the issue of illegal parking on Bulls Lane by
providing double yellow lines by local consultation and enhanced enforcement should parking on the lane
ever become an issue in the future.

It is considered that the proposed housing development will generate less traffic than the existing office
building, if re-opened.
10.

Refuse collection is currently undertaken from the properties on Bulls Lane so collection from the proposed
development should cause no complication for residents. Access to the proposed development is sufficient
to cater for refuse truck movements and this traffic will be able to access the site through the existing
vehicular entrance on Bulls Lane.

Again, by design, access to the development is sufficient to cater for emergency vehicle movements and
such traffic will be able to access the site through the existing vehicular entrance on Bulls Lane. As stated
elsewhere, consideration can be given by the Council to dealing with the issue of illegal parking on Bulls
Lane by providing double yellow lines and enhanced enforcement if parking on the lane becomes an issue.
The bicycle storage area is designed to be accessed from Entrance 2 without the use of stairs or lifts. The
number of bicycle spaces provided will be in compliance with the City Developiment Plan requirements.
The proposed development will regenerate the site and improve the appearance of the existing derelict
building which will have a positive impact on the site, the surrounding area and help eliminate crime and
anti-social behaviour. It is proposed that the development will be managed by a professional Approved
Housing Body who will be experienced in housing management.

CONSTRUCTION WORKS

Submissions/Observations:

I

1t is submitted that it was not clear from the application documentation whether the existing building is
capable of being converted to residential uses in the manner proposed. It is stated that no plans of the
existing building are provided to ascertain the extent of interventions required and whether they will be
able to meet Building Regulations. Clarity should be provided on the construction methodology and
practices to be used and a detailed construction management plan should be prepared in consultation with
immediate neighbours prior to commencement,

It is further submitted that the while the efforts to recycle the building were laudable, they were considered
to be flawed and that major construction works would be taking place on the site which existing residents
will have to endure. It suggests that a better solution would be to siart with a green field site and design
properly making social, economic and environmental sense gnd that this would compensate for the
increased capital spend.

It is stated that the design, temporary works and main construction works needed to take into account, and
be agreed prior to any works commencing, the 3m change in level and the stone wall with no foundation on
the western boundary.

There are concerns with regard to a 3m high hoarding proposal which could block off light to adjoining
properties during construction. A higher hoarding was sought, given the high number of residential
properiies in the area. '

It is stated that existing inhabitants on Bulls Lane could experience serious restriction of access during
construction as main access to the proposed development is via Bulls Lane and if a lane of the Blackrock
Road needed to be closed off this could result in the removal of parking on the street. It stated that a traffic
management plan should be made available for residents to review and challenge.

There was a concern put forward that pollution (dust, noise) associated with a major construction project

will have q detrimental effect on the enjoyment of the adjacent properties and that there was vio mention of
air control being overseen by an independent assessor for the duration of the works.

1t is alleged that the adjoining property to the West had experienced subsidence in the past and therefore a

Sull subsidence survey should be conducted prior to any disturbance to the surrounding grounds and that

the proposed geo-thermal heat pumps could result in deep excavations which will undermine the

Joundations of surrounding properties.

It is submitted that a parking management plan should be provided diiring the construction phase.

Response to Submissions/Observations:

1.

Drawings (floor plans, sections and elevations) of the existing building were made available in the planning
proposal submission. Detailed construction drawings and a site-specific construction management plan will
be prepared by the Developer prior to commencement of the development, if approved.

The Housing Directorate and the Developer carefully examined all options with respect to the project. The
environmental impact and capital cost of demolishing the entire existing building and constructing a
completely new building would be far greater than the limited demolition works outlined in the planning
application submission for the proposed development. A detailed site-specific construction management
plan will be prepared by the Developer prior to commencement of development as outlined above.

- The proposed design takes into account the level differentials to the adjacent sites. A condition survey will

be undertaken of all boundaries prior to commencement of development. A Temporary Works Co-
ordinator will be appointed to the project prior to commencement of development. All temporary and main
construction works will be designed, constructed and certified in compliance with relevant legislation and
design guidance.

The proposed hoarding is a normal temporary measure for the duration of the construction works only.
The Developer will consult with neighbouring property owners regarding the height of the hoarding. If
required, the height of the proposed hoarding to certain sections of the site boundary can be altered in
consultation with adjoining residents subject to safety considerations.

. Prior to the start of the development, a Site Specific Construction Traffic Management Plan will be

generated in consultation with all key stakeholders including Cork City Council, Local Residents,
Businesses & Ashton School, and will implemernted and maintained by the Developer throughout the
project. The Site Specific Traffic Management Plan will be monitored, reviewed and updated on an
ongoing basis throughout the life of the construction project. Construction related vehicles will only be
allowed on site to deliver/collect materials, plant and tools at agreed times to minimise the impact on local
traffic. During the demolition and excavation phase, only specified plant and equipment will be permitted
into the work areas. The Traffic Management Plan for any works on public roads is to be agreed with the
City Council’s Operations Directorate, as a statutory requirement; prior to its implementation.
Emissions from the site including emissions te the environment and nuisances will be minimised during the
construction works. While increased levels of background noise are unavoidable during any construction
works project, considerate measures will be implemented to reduce the number of noise generating
activities occurring concurrently. The erection of physical barriers (e.g. hoarding/fencing) will be
implemented and the plant and equipment to be used will meet relevant acoustic standards. Noise
monitoring can be undertaken on the site boundary as required.
The Developer will take all due care for all surrounding facilities to ensure that dust will be kept to a
minimum by implementing the following measures;
o LErectinga solid timber hoardinig along the construction site boundaries
e Minimising the amount of dust generated by consiruction activities by using dust reduction

/suppression systems.

Damping down of areas of the site as required.

Cleaning the site on a regular basis (clean as you go systems)

Dust monitoring can be undertaken on the site boundary as required.

1t is. proposed as per the design to use Air to Water heat pumps, a sustainable solution that will not involve
any deep excavations.

Prior to the start of the development, a Site Specific Construction Traffic Management Plan, including
parking, will be generated by the Developer in consultation with the Council and key stakeholders. There
will be limited parking on site at the start of the project, however as the project progresses this will be
reduced to just the site manager. Construction related vehicles will only be allowed on site to
deliver/collect materials, plant and tools at agreed times to minimise the impact on local traffic. During the
demolition and excavation only specified plant and equipment will be permitted into the work areas. The
Traffic Management Plan for any works on public roads is to be agreed with the City Council’s Operations
Directorate, as a statutory requirenient, prior to its implementation.

D. ADDITIONAL SUBMISSIONS/OBSERVATIONS

Submissions/Observations:

1L

It is stated that the development as proposed was not suitable for social housing and would instead lend
itself to affordable housing including a certain amount of downsizing units. It is put forward that a
development that consists of 100% social housing could give rise to social issues and would negatively
impact on the area and the new residents themselves.

Clarification is sought on the proposed occuparicy of the proposed homes as ‘no concrete information” has
been provided on the proposed occupancy suggested for the scheme.

Clarification is sought on who would manage the development when complete and proposed that the
building should be managed by an Approved Housing Body rather than Cork City Council.

It is submitted that the activity relating to the office building was concentrated between the hours of 8am
and 6pm Monday to Friday and at other times, the site was usually unoccupied and undisturbed. It is
alleged that the proposal could change the nature of the built environment for the worst and damage rthe
social and environmental nature of the community.

It is stated that there are no internal communal spaces for tenant meetings and participation in the
management of the development which could facilitate the development of a sustainable community.

There is a further concern that the removal of the mature trees to the front of the building could result in
loss of amenity on the Blackrock Road and that the removal of trees on the Western boundary could cause
damage to the existing boundary wall. It stated that the removal of trees would result in the removal of the
screening of the existing ugly building.

1t is submitted that the “We Are Cork” campaign is encouraging families to invest in homes in the city and
fo make use of existing houses that may require renovation and as the site is zoned for "Residential, Local
Services and Institutional Uses™ that ‘two of those three services are for non-residential purposes and
could be repurposed for other uses than residential’. It is also submitted that the execution of the Urban
Regeneration and Housing Act 2015 and the Vacant Sites Variation to the City Development Plan 2016-
2021 must accord with proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

It is alleged that while the application suggests that there are plenty of local services in the area, however
the majority of the services are some distance away.

1t is stated that the proposal is deficient in facilities and support services which are likely to be necessary
Jor those in need of social housing. It states that play facilities ‘for young children are inddequaie,
supports for young parents do not exist locally and older people with limited mobility have no local
services to call on’.

10. It is suggested that the scale-and nature of the proposed development will devalue their property.
11. It is alleged that the Site Notice was placed on Bulls Lane and not on Blackrock Road while all literature

published in relation to the scheme cite Blackrock Road as the address and as the proposal was not
available online, it considered that the application was in breach of the Part 8 procedure.

12. I is stated that there was no date, signature or time stamp on the site notices making the application in

breach of Part 8 Planning applications.



13. It is submitted that ‘the Site Notice contains inadequacies in terms of the description of “the nature and
extent of the development” under Article 35 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 as
amended’. It stated that there is an omission of key information such as the addition of a floor level, an
extension to the existing north and west office building elevations and the construction of new dwellings to
the rear southwest boundary of the site. It further submits that it did not describe the extent of the works
being proposed relative to the drawings and sought that the Part 8 application should be rendered invalid
and re-advertised,

14. 1t is stated that ‘under Article 179 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001, as amended, 1(c)
The Minister may prescribe specified cases or classes of development by local authorities for the purposes
of this section where he or she is of the opinion that it is necessary by reason of its size, naturé or effect on
its surroundings’. It further states that based on earlier planning applications that it considers that such an
instruction from the Minister ought to be sought.

15. It is submitted that the proposed development density is not in line wiih the prevailing pattern of
development and density of the area and would result in a material contravention to the City Development
Plan 2016-2021.

16. 1t is stated that an earlier planning application was submitted on the site by a Cormac Smith who is now a
Director of MMD Construction. It is concerned that that there may ‘be an attempt to by-pass two previous
decisions by a higher authority’ and that ‘this could be considered an abuse of the Part 8 process’

17. Clarification is sought on ‘information on the category that this Part 8 application falls under and to view
the contract in place between MMD Construction and Cork City Council’.

18. It is submitted that a concern exists ‘about a potential breach of Article 9a of the EIA Directive due to a
conflict of interest between Cork City Council as developer/promoter of the project and the competent
authority’. It suggested that the conflict was manifested in a number of ways in that :

a. ‘The City Council is responsible for screening under EIA and also for deciding on whether to grant
permission; _

b. Although if offers a consullation portal for electronic notice of consultations the City Council did
not publish electronic notice for this Part 8;

c. The City Council is now deciding on an application on a sité and in respect of a development
similar fo two previous applications which were granted by City Council but overturned by ABP but
now there is no possibility of appeal to ABP’.

As a result, it suggests that the application should be made to An Bord Pleandla and noi to Cork City
Council.

19. There is a further concern submitted regarding the impact of the proposed scheme on birdlife within the
cityscape and given the proximity of the SPA to the proposed site (approx. 1km) an that there ‘should be a
screening carried out fo determine if significant effects exist on this site from development can be ruled
out’.

20. It is submitted that ‘it is not allowed to construct apartment blocks in front of houses and that the guestion
arises why it would be permitted to construct the reverse with housing being constructed behind an
apartment block where the proposed houses are then “boxed in” to a small confined area where they are
bordered on all four sides by either gardens or a small access gate.

21. It is stated that the application stated that there are two residential dwellings to the south accessed via
Bulls Lane which could be misleading and that there are numerous other dwellings further along Bulls
Lane and an office building.

Response fo Submissions/Observations:

1. The proposed development as designed will regenerate the site and improve the appearance of the existing
derelict building which will have a positive impact on the site and surrounding area including the limitation
of anti-social behaviour. The proposed scheme will provide much needed accommodation and will help
contribute to dealing with the pent-up demand for housing'in the City. The proposed one and two bed units
will be utilised for downsizing purposes. The proposed 3 bed apartment has been redesigned to a 2 bed
apartment to facilitate downsizing. Furthermore, in response to submissions, it is now proposed by the
Council to develop the four townhouses as single storcy one-bedroom homes. Cork City Council’s
“Downsizing” scheme is provided in order that existing local authority houses that are under oceupied by

older persons can be freed up and also so that residents that own their own homes can avail of the
downsizing scheme in eperation for private home owners, where the Council acquire private homes subject
to eligibility criteria. Older persons currently eligible for the downsizing scheme are persons aged sixty
years and over.

Homes are provided for people and occupancy type is not normally considered in physical planning terms.
However, in this case, the allocation of units will be undertaken in co-operation with a professional
Approved Housing Body who will be managing the development and will be subject to compliance with
the scheme of letting priorities as approved by the Members of Council and will implement robust
cligibility criteria. The one and two bed units will be utilised for Downsizing units for older persons under
the scheme as stated.

It is proposed that the development will be managed for the Council by a professional Approved Housing
Body.

The proposed architecturally designed modern development is located in an area zoned for “Residential,
Local Services and Institutional Uses” and is therefore in line with the City Development Plan. The
transformation to residential accommodation must be welcomed as it will be more compatible with
surrounding uses, it will dramatically improve the appearance of the existing derelict building and will be a
miore sustainable solution than the existing abandoned site in a central city area. Tf the office block were to
be renovated and re-opened it should also be noted that there are no conditions attached to its planning
permission to restrict operating times and many office blocks today operate round the ¢lock to work online
with the US and other global partners and customers.

The proposed central urban development is located within walking distance of, and on a very regular bus
route to, the City Centre and the Mahon/Blackrock Area. The professional Approved Housing Body who
will be managing the proposed development will be experienced in housing management and community
participation.

Mature trees will be retained on site wherever possible, however the removal of some trees will be required
to develop the site. Additional planting will be undertaken on site as part of the proposed landscaping plan
for the proposed development. A condition survey will be undertaken of all boundaries prior to
commencement of development. The existing unsightly building is being regenerated as a modern
sustainable facility..

The proposed development is located in an arca zoned for “Residential, Local Services and Institutional
Uses™ and the proposal is therefore in line with the City Development Plan. The transformation to
residential accommodation must be welcomed as it will be more compatible with surrounding uses, and it
will dramatically improve the appearance of the existing derelict building. Also, the proposed scheme will
provide much needed accommodation and will help contribute to dealing with the pent-up demand by local
people for housing in the City.

The proposed central development is located within walking distance of, and on a very reégular bus route to,

the City Centre and the Mahon/Blackrock Area; this is a most sustainable solution.

The proposed communal open-space is designed at 377sq.m which is well over the 187sq.m dictated by the
Sustainable Urban housing docuiment: ‘Design standards for new Apartments’. The proposed development
is located within walking distance of, and on a very regular bus route to, the City Centre and the
Mahon/Blackrock Area. Kennedy Park is within 200m of the proposed development and the increased use
of the park should in turn mean increased safety in the park because of increased passive surveillance.

No rationale has been provided in planning terms that the proposed development would devalue adjacent
properties in the area. In fact, replacing the existing derelict building with an architect designed modern
sustainable scheme should enharice the value profile of the locality. This is a significant capital investment
in the locality and in the City.

In addition to the newspaper notice, two Site Notices were erected at the site and were visible from the
public roads. There is clear evidence from the number of submissions made and the public consultation
carried out that interested parties were very well aware of this planning proposal.

The site notice is dated 27" March 2019 and is in accordance with planning legislation. There is no

requirement for a signature or time stamp to be included on the site notice, A valid site notice was

displayed according to the terms of the Part 8 process.

The Site Notice adequately describes the proposed development as involving “construction, refurbishment
and extension works to accommodate a range of apartments and houses all as outlined on the plans and
particulars.” It goes into detail on the number of proposed apartments and houses to be constructed on the
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20.

site and clearly states that the apartment building will be a four-floor over-basement building which is
clearly outlined on the plans and sections provided and referred to. From the consultation feedback and the:
extent and detail of submissions received, it is clear that all stakeholders clearly understand what is being
proposed; this in turn encouraged comprehensive feedback which is welcome and a result of which the
Housing Directorate and Developer are proposing the changes as outlined to the proposal. The consultation
feedback has influenced the final proposal which is welcome and sustainable. The Part 8 proposal is valid.
Article 179 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 as amended refers to Strategic
Development Zones. The proposed development is not located within a Strategic Development Zone.

The proposed development is located in an area zoned for “Residential, Local Services and Institutional
Uses” and 1s therefore in line with the City Development Plan. The density of the proposed development is
considered and professionally designed appropriate for the site. The site is within walking distance to the
City Centre and is located along a very busy bus corridor which supports higher densities, in accordance
with the City Development Plan. This is a most sustainable solution.

Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 (as amended) applies to developments which are
carried out on behalf of, jointly or in partnership with a local authority, as is the case with the proposed
development. This development proposal resulted from an EU advertised procurement process involving
robust procedures and independent assessment panels, where the planning history of the site was taken into
consideration in the proposed development design and any design shortcomings by past planning applicants
rectified; this is best practice with land development. The Housing Directorate has beén most vigilant
during the design process and this proposal has been approved by the City Architect.

The site was submitted in response to. an Official Journal of the Furopean Union (OJEU) procurement
Notice and has been the subject of a robust procurement process. The Part 8 planning process is a provision
contained in the Planning & Development Regulations 2001 (as amended) and is considered to be an
appropriate mechanism for this housing proposal. Section 179 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 as
amended; this also applies to development that is carried out “on behalf of, jointly or in partnership with a
local authority” in its- functional area pursuant to a contract with the local authority. The proposed
development will be carried out in line with these requirements; the confidential procurement process
underway includes consents and agreements between the Developer and the Council to conform with the
1equirements of the 2001 Regulations referred to.

It is the Elected Members of a Local Authority who decide on the granting or refusal of Part § planning
proposals. The elected members of Cork City Council have no input into the EIA screening and as such
there is no conflict of interest. There is no requirement under Part 8 of the Planning Regulations to publish.
an electronic notice.

An Appropriate Assessment Screening Report was carried out for the proposed development and included
in the planning application documentation that went on public display. It concluded that the proposed
development would not be likely to have a significant effect on any Natura 2000 site, including the Cork
Harbour Special Protection Area (SPA). The proposed development is located on a brownfield site over
1.0 km from the SPA.

The proposed townhouses, now single storey houses are adequately designed and set back from the
proposed apartment building at over 13m separation.

The Design Statement stated that Bull’s Lane is a cul-de-sac road which serves a small number of private
dwellings. The two residential properties to the south were referenced with respect to immediately
adjacent properties.

Conclusion:

The proposed scheme will provide much needed homes under the Rebuilding Ireland Action Plan for Housing
and Homelessness and will help contribute to dealing with the pent-up demand for social housing in the City.

The proposed development is considered to be in accordance with proper planning and sustainable
development and is a most innovative and sustainable housing solution near the City Centre.

The development has been the subject of an Environmental Tmpact Assessment Screening which concluded
that there is no real likelihood of significant effects, therefore an Environmental Impact Assessment is not
required.



This proposal which has been professionally designed by a competent and experienced design team has been
considered by the City Architect, the Strategic Planning & Economic Development Directorate, Roads &
Transportation Directorate, Environment & Recreation Directorate and the inputs of the various Directorates
have been taken into account in the consideration and advancement of this proposed project.

The Health and Safety Authority was consulted due to the proximity of the proposed development to a-Seveso
site. The HSA has no objection to the granting of planning consent to the proposed development.

I recommend that the proposed development, as amended, and shown on the attached site location and layout
drawings numbers (CD2-SH-001, 2186-01, 2186-250 & SLSS-01) be proceeded with subject to the conditions

and recommendations outlined above.

Wilton Corridor Phase 1: Dennehy’s Cross to Wilton
Gardens

Background

As Members will be aware, Cork City Council commissioned a transportation assessment in 2014
for the South West & South Central part of the city. The assessment, titled: Cork South
West/Central Strategic Transport Corridor identified infrastructural deficiencies along the
strategic road network and suggested a package of infrastructural works based on a prioritised list
of investment using a cost vs. benefits evaluation process having regard to the level of grant
funding available. The proposed solutions focused on the delivery and promotion of sustainable
transport infrastructure.

Improvements along the Wilton Corridor were deemed to be of the highest priority having regard
to their potential to remove blockages, support sustainable travel modes, reduce journey times,
improve safety etc. The corridor is considered to be critically important for access between the
City centre and the major attractors in the South West area (incl Cork University Hospital, Cork
Institute of Technology, University College Cork, Bons Secours Hospital, County Council Offices,
Boston Scientific etc).

The recommended Wilton Corridor improvements include the upgrade of Dennehys Cross,
improved facilities for inbound and outbound bus services, the upgrade of Wilton Rd roundabout
to a signalised junction, improved pedestrian and cycle facilities, the upgrade of the Thomas Davis
Bridge junction, new junction at Wilton Gardens and optimised signal coordination along the
route.

In recent years, in line with the available funding, a number of limited improvements were
completed along this route as well as the adjoining network. These include works at Victoria
Cross, Thomas Davis Bridge and Sarsfield Rd. In 2016 a Part 8 Planning proposal for Wilton Road
was published to progress some of the recommended improvements along Wilton Road. A number
of planning submissions were received in response to the 2016 proposals and issues such as the
need for dedicated cycle infrastructure, the need to improve road safety and the need to fully
signalise the Wilton Gardens Junction were suggested. In the intervening period it has become
apparent that a higher order network improvement is required in order to better serve the
immediate and future sustainable transport needs of the area which include the additional measures
requested as part of the 2016 Part 8 Planning Process.
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The current and future transport needs of the broader City have also been explored in the Draft
Cork Metropolitan Area Transportation Strategy (CMATS), which was published in May 2019
and under which draft proposals at a strategic level have been set out for transportation
improvements across the City. The proposals herein are comparable with the draft CMATS
recommendations for the area.

The problems at Dennehy’s Cross are however of particular importance and warrant an immediate
stand alone response in advance of any possible future corridor projects. This approach has been
supported by Council and in response the National Transport Authority has provided the necessary
funding for the proposed works.

The project aims to deliver enhanced, safe and appropriate transport infrastructure to ensure that
sufficient capacity is available to meet travel demand in the area with particular focus on facilities
for sustainable transport modes (bus, cycle and walking). The nature and extent of the proposed
development is set out in the attached plan and map. The works primarily consist of the following
measures:-

° The section of Wilton Road between (and including) Dennehy’s Cross to the Wilton
Gardens Junction will be realigned and widened.

° Footpaths will be widened and repaved for the safety and convenience of pedestrians

° Controlled crossing facilities will be provided at all junctions for the safety of pedestrians
& cyclists

° A dedicated inbound and dedicated outbound cycle lane will be provided for the safety and
convenience of cyclist.

° A dedicated outbound bus lane will be provided and the existing inbound bus lane will be
retained

° All bus stops within the works area will be upgraded and real time passenger information
displays installed.

) A signalised junction will be introduced at the Wilton Gardens Junction to facilitate the
safe and efficient movement of all modes of transportation.

° Right turning vehicles from Wilton Road onto Magazine Road will be prohibited in order
to optimise the performance of the junction.

° Carriageways will be repaved and relined.

° Public lighting will be renewed.

° Utility services will be renewed and spare capacity provided in order to future proof the

service network.
° Hard & soft landscaping will be provided.

The Part 8 Planning Process

Pursuant to the provisions of Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations, 2001 (as
amended), Cork City Council published a notice in the Irish Examiner on the 15th March 2019.
Site notices were also erected along the affected route.
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The notices advised that drawings of the proposed work were available for inspection at the
Reception Desk in City Hall from Friday the 15th March 2019, until Tuesday 30th April 20109.
Alternatively the drawings were made available for inspection on Cork City Council’s consultation
website; consult.corkcity.ie. The notice outlined how submissions should be made and the closing
date for receipt of same was advised as 4pm on Wednesday 15th May 2019.

The Part 8 documents were issued to relevant bodies and Elected Members for their consideration.

An Appropriate Assessment Screening Report and Sub Threshold Environmental Impact
Screening Report were completed by Cork City Council and it was concluded that the proposed
development was sub threshold.

Submissions
Submissions were received from a total of 129 different households - the submissions were made

by 216 individuals from whom 547 submissions were received. A number of people submitted
multiple submissions and circa 420 of the submissions were received on pro forma type letters.
Full copies of all submissions received are available for Members to inspect and review.

All of the submissions have been considered and where appropriate suggested improvements will
be incorporated into the Councils plans as recommended. The accompanying spreadsheet outlines
the issues raised in the submissions and provides a corresponding response in each case. Some
issues are repeated so as to ensure full coverage of all comments received and full hard copies of
all submissions received are available for inspection and review by the Members. A list of all
persons/bodies that made submissions or observations is also attached.

Assessment and Response Summary

(Note the detailed item by item responses are outlined on the accompanying
spreadsheet).

The following is a summary of the main topics raised in the submissions:-

Issue (A) A number of submissions suggested that the scheme documentation was not
adequate to allow a proper assessment by the public of the scheme.

Response (A) The Part 8 Planning design drawings and related documents are in accordance
with the relevant regulations and consistent with the standard of
documentation provided for such schemes. They aim is to provide sufficient
information to allow for public consultation. A detailed design process will
follow where precise details are developed. The detailed design incorporates
any amendments adopted following the public consultation process.

Issue (B) A number of submissions suggested that Cork City Council were only
delivering part of a bigger project as the current layout does not include the
entire Wilton corridor and thus the current proposals do not reflect the overall
impact on Wilton Road and the surrounding area.

Response (B) The current proposals relate to the area in the vicinity of Dennehy’s Cross
titled Phase 1 of the Wilton Corridor. This is a standalone project which will
improve road safety, bus journey times and sustainable transport mode share.
There is no certainty concerning the delivery of any subsequent phase of
improvement along or beyond the Wilton Corridor therefore the current Part 8

proposals only relate to the project to be delivered. Cork City Council will work
with all relevant funding agencies aimed at securing finances for future works.
If successful, subsequent phases will be brought forward for consideration.

A number of submissions noted that no data had been provided on noise or
noise mitigation.

As part of the engagement process with the Residents Group and following the
submissions, - a commitment was given regarding the use of noise dampening
stone mastic asphalt rather than the current Hot Rolled Asphalt. This will
provide lower noise levels than the current road surfacing. It is worth noting
that Bus Eireann is presently beginning the process of changing its fleet to
hybrid and renewable technologies with a consequent reduction in noise levels
associated with these vehicles.

A number of submissions stated that parking would be compromised at
properties where land acquisition is required. These submissions also stated
that Church Parking was not presently sufficient and requested that on street
parking be provided.

for parking and other uses. This loss of amenity will be addressed as part of the
land acquisition compensation package for affected owners. Parking will be
maintained at all affected properties however the quantum may be reduced.
On street parking is currently not permitted in the area and there are no plans
to facilitate this as part of this scheme.

A number of submissions were raised in relation to construction phase
activities, such as lack of a traffic management plan, enquiries concerning night
time and weekend working, the potential for re-housing exam students and
those with particular health issues and medical needs.

A comprehensive traffic management plan (TMP) will be developed once a
Contractor has been selected as working practices form part of the
development process. Traffic management conditions form part of the
construction contract. These are established through discussions with the
traffic authority (An Garda Siochana). Input from other stakeholders such as
Bus Eireann, Cork City Council's Transportation Division and the resident
groups will also form part of the TMP considerations. The vast bulk of
construction is expected to take place during normal working hours. Cork City
Council will consult with residents with particular needs to see how these
needs can be addressed during construction.

A number of submissions raised the prohibition of right hand turn from Wilton
Road onto Magazine Road and the consequent delay in getting to properties on
College Road, the potential for increased traffic on Orchard Road, and other
residential areas such as Glasheen Road.

The displacement of right turning traffic from Wilton Road to Magazine Road
was modelled by Cork City Council’s Design Consultants. The results indicate
that eighty eight vehicles make this turn during the peak morning period and
seventy three vehicles make the turn during the peak afternoon period based
on traffic counts undertaken in mid September. The anticipated displacement
of this traffic has been modelled and the results indicate that less than 2
additional cars will be displaced onto Glasheen Road per minute during the
morning peak which is the period with the highest traffic volumes. The Traffic
count results and traffic modelling is available for review. Various traffic

A number of submissions raised queries concerning design aspects of the
scheme, such as segregating cycle lanes from traffic, possibility of creating
further bottlenecks, bus stop locations, and future light rail proposals.

A number of submissions queried the conclusions of the Sub-Threshold EIS
screening report. They asked how the report concludes that the cumulative
impact will be neutral or positive and would not be likely to have significant
effects on the environment. They asked if the loss of driveways, increase in
noise pollution and vibrations not have any effect on residents.

Response (H) In spatial or user terms it is worth noting that the proposed project will

provide widened and improved footpaths, a new inbound cycle lane, a new
outbound cycle lane and a new outbound bus lane. There will be no new
infrastructure for general traffic.

The proposed works will not increase noise pollution or vibration during its
operation as the infrastructure only relates to buses, cyclists and pedestrians..
The relevant legislative bases are contained in the European Union ‘EIA
Directive’ [Directives 85/337/EEC (as amended by Directives 97/11/EC,
2003/35/EC and 2009/31/EC]. The Directive sets down the types of projects
that require an EIA. Annex I of the Directive defines mandatory projects and
Annex II defines projects that are to be assessed either on a case-by-case
examination or on the basis of set mandatory thresholds.

Annex I of the EIA Directive is transposed into Irish Legislation in Schedule 5,
Part 1 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001.

Annex II of the EIA Directive is transposed in Irish legislation in Schedule 5,
Part 2 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001.

The mandatory and discretionary provisions for an EIA are also outlined
within the Roads Act 1993, as amended. All the above is available for
download from the Irish Statute Book.

The proposed Dennehy’s Cross/ Wilton Gardens Project is not a prescribed
project as per Annex I ( Schedule 5 Part 1 of the Planning and Development
Regulations 2001) nor is it a project type prescribed under Annex II.

It is however a project defined under Part 8 (b) of the Planning and
Development Regulations 2001 with its associated EIA & AA screening
requirements. The relevant Part 8 clause is as follows:

(b) The construction of a new road or the widening or realignment of an
existing road, where the length of the new road or of the widened or realigned
portion of the existing road, as the case may be, would be—

(i) In the case of a road in an urban area, 100 metres or more, or

(ii) In the case of a road in any other area, 1 kilometre or more.

A number of submissions noted that there were no details regarding potential
future phases and that it is not possible to assess the benefits of the project

without seeing all future plans to gain an understanding of what is trying to be
achieved overall along the strategic corridor.

Dennehy’s Cross is part of a key strategic transport corridor within Cork City.
The proposed works are a key element in their own right and have many
benefits that will enhance sustainable modes of transport in the area. The
recently published draft CMATS study confirms that Wilton Road is a priority
public transport route and as such it is likely to attract significant investment
in future years. Cork City Council will engage with the National Transport
Authority to explore the possibility of securing funding for further investment
along the corridor to unlock the sustainable transport potential of the route.

A number of submissions noted that they oppose the proposed land
acquisition. They state that their gardens are a valuable asset which they want
to retain. Some submissions noted that the extent of land acquisition extends
beyond the proposed works area hence they wanted to know if this was for
future phases.

Affected residents will be compensated in accordance with the regulations laid
out by statute, relevant case law and prevailing market values. The
compensation agreements with land owners may include access and
accommodation works i.e. fencing, walls, water supply, drainage etc. The land
acquisition which extends beyond the proposed works relates to the natural
tie in between the proposed and new layouts. It can also facilitate the
extension of the proposed road layout in the future if funds become available.
Cork City Council took the decision to purchase these limited areas of land
rather than run the risk of having two land acquisition processed on the same
site.

A number of submissions asked if the removal of landscaping will lead to an
increase in noise. They suggest that the landscaping currently acts as a screen.
A number of submissions asked why the proposals did not provide a
landscaping and accommodation works plan.

Response (K) The removal of soft landscaping will only occur within the affected private

gardens. Cork City Council will work with property owners to replace
landscaping and provide comparable boundary walls, gates, railings etc
through agreement with the relevant residents.

A number of submissions queried the planning aspects of the scheme, such as
the basis for the land acquisition, co-ordination of proposals with the draft
CMATS study, previous proposals along the same route and implementation of
congestion charges.

The various queries are expanded upon and responded to in the accompanying
submissions summary spreadsheet.

A number of submissions suggested that the additional traffic passing along
the road will increase the traffic fumes that our families are exposed to which
in turn will have a detrimentally affect on the health of families.

Response (M) The scheme does not provide for, or facilitate an increase in vehicular traffic.

The proposed works relate solely to the provision of sustainable transport
infrastructure aimed at reducing car dependency and its related societal
problems.
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Issue (N) A number of submissions made reference to the issue of privacy. They claim
that buses will be passing closer to their dwellings, impacting the privacy of
residents..

Response (N) Buses pass along routes with close residential and other buildings throughout
the city and beyond. It is worth noting that the bus lanes are generally be 5 to
6m from the nearest house facade post completion of the proposed work.

Issue (0) A number of submissions suggested that the proposed works, loss of property
space and potential increase in air and noise pollution will lead to a
devaluation of properties.

Response (0) Wilton Road currently experiences significant traffic congestion. The proposed
works aim to provide sustainable alternatives to private vehicle usage.
Research demonstrates that the provision of quality public transport
infrastructure can actually increase the value of property nearby. Land
acquisition compensation is also provided for those directly affected by the
proposed works as previously set out.

Issue (P) A number of submissions stated that they were concerned with safety while
walking along Wilton Road due to the increased lanes and vehicular
movements. They were concerned that the proposed project will bring even
more vehicular traffic, with the resultant risks for road users.

Response (P) The scheme will not facilitate increased traffic levels or vehicle movement. The
provision of traffic signals at Wilton Gardens is a key component of the scheme
which has long be asked for by the residents. The proposed works including
the widened footpaths and increased crossing facilities is likely to provide
increased levels of safety for all pedestrians, particularly the elderly and school
children.

Issue (Q) A number of submissions suggested that the area was prone to subsidence and
that the construction phase and subsequent operational phase will potentially
lead to subsidence within the properties.

Response (Q) It is not anticipated that subsidence will occur. Notwithstanding this, all
properties will be surveyed prior to and during construction and any issues
found will be monitored via crack monitors etc. Vibration monitoring will be
undertaken throughout the construction phase in order to ensure that the
Contractor keeps within permitted levels.

Issue (R) A number of submissions suggest that Cork City Council should be reducing
the amount of traffic passing through the area rather than building new
infrastructure.

Response (S) As outlined previously the proposed works do not facilitate increased traffic.
The project aims to increase sustainable modes of transport in the city, thus
implementing environmentally friendly green solutions as opposed to the car
dominate environment that currently exists.

A number of submissions from residents, cycling groups, businesses, representatives of
School Parents Associations and other organisations support the proposals which aim to
improve sustainable modes of transportation in the city.

The accompanying spreadsheet outlines the issues raised in the submissions and provides a
corresponding response in each case.

The use of noise dampening Stone Mastic Asphalt will be used as the finished
road surface layer rather than Hot Rolled Asphalt.

A suitably qualified independent building surveyor will carry out a structural
assessment and photographic survey of all adjacent buildings in advance of
any work commencing. Any buildings with particular problems will undergo a
full structural survey and the results of same will be issued to the relevant
property owner. A second survey will be undertaken post completion of the
work.

The design for the proposed cycle lanes will change in line with the request for
physical segregated. The proposed hatched area between the bus lane and
cycle lane will be changed to a raised grass strip thereby provided the
requested level of protection for cyclists.

Soft landscaping including screen planting will be provided to all directly
affected residents i.e. residents affected by land acquisition if requested.

The traffic signals will be sequenced to enable the bus to get an early start
over general traffic thereby reducing the risk of a traffic conflict at the entry to
merge lanes.

Independent vibration monitoring will be undertaken throughout the
construction work to ensure that the contractor keeps within the relevant
standards.

Marking of cycle lanes at junctions - subject to Road Safety Audits,- the cycle
lanes will be delineated by means of coloured surfacing as appropriate at
junctions. This will provide a higher level of safety to cyclists.

Converging point of buses and general traffic at southern end of scheme. - The
pavement at this location will be amended to provide a reduced potential for
conflict at this location. Exact details will be designed during the detailed
design process. — This will minimise any future conflict at this location.

An inline bus stop will be provided on the outbound side of Wilton Road in
order to reduce the potential conflict between buses and cyclists at this
location.- the cycle track will be built up to pavement level. - This will provide
safe access to buses and prevent conflict between with cyclists.

Loading bay at Tesco. - the Cycle Lane and segregation strip will be amended at
this point to provide safe access over the cycle lane for deliveries.

The Council commits to engage with the relevant funding agencies including
the NTA with a view to securing grant funding for further improvement works
in the area including those set out in the draft CMATS report should it be
adopted.
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Conclusion and Recommendation
The issues raised in the submissions have been carefully considered and where appropriate
suggested amendments will be incorporated into the final proposal as recommended herein.

The proposed development is consistent with the proper planning and sustainable
development of the area having regard to the provisions of the Development Plan. In this
regard it is noted that the proposals are consistent with both the Strategic Transport
Objectives set out in Chapter 5 of the City Development Plan as well as specific objectives in
support of an improved network and facilities for walking, cycling and public transport. (see
Appendix 3).

The proposed measures will greatly improve the level of service for sustainable modes of
transportation in the vicinity of Dennehy’s Cross. The project will provide new, safe and
efficient bus and cycle lanes while also providing widened and enhanced footpaths, crossings
etc. Land acquisition will be required to enable the above measures to be delivered and the
project team will work closely with affected residents to ensure that the work is undertaken
with minimum disruption. Street lighting and traffic signals will be renewed. All signage,
lining and street furniture will be renewed. Other measures such as the provision of new
underground services etc will also be provided.

Having considered the observations received and the responses outlined above and detailed
below, I now recommend that the proposed development proceed with the modifications
outlined.

The mandatory and discretionary provisions for an EIA are also outlined
within the Roads Act 1993, as amended. All the above is available for
download from the Irish Statute Book.

The proposed Dennehy’s Cross/ Wilton Gardens Project is not a prescribed
project as per Annex | ( Schedule 5 Part 1 of the Planning and Development
Regulations 2001) nor is it a project type prescribed under Annex I1. It is
however a project defined under Part 8 (b) of the Planning and Development
Regulations 2001 with its associated EIA & AA screening requirements. The
relevant Part 8 clause is as follows:

(b) the construction of a new road or the widening or realignment of an
existing road, where the length of the new road or of the widened or realigned
portion of the existing road, as the case may be, would be—

(1) in the case of a road in an urban area, 100 metres or more, or

(ii) in the case of a road in any other area, 1 kilometre or more.

It is also to be noted that the scheme will facilitate modal shift and expansion
in sustainable travel due to significant improvements for pedestrians, cyclist
and bus users. The installation of traffic signals and pedestrian crossings at
Wilton Gardens will also improve safety for residents and will help traffic
flow and safety of users. Bus movements and journey times will be improved
generally as a result of the scheme and proposals have not been included for
expansion in flows of general vehicular traffic.
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A number of submissions asked why there are no details of any
potential future phases and that it is not possible to assess the
benefits of the project without seeing all plans for further phases
and to gain an understanding of what is trying to be achieved
overall along the strategic corridor.

Future Phases

The Wilton Road is a key strategic transport corridor within the South Western
district. The proposed works provide key benefits in their own right regarding
sustainable modes of transport. There is no certainty re the delivery of
subsequent phases, their timing etc. Cork City will work with the NTA with
the aim of delivery larger projects in the area. The recently published draft
CMATS study is of assistance in this regard.

A number of submissions noted that they oppose any land
acquisition and that their gardens are a valuable asset. They also
suggest that the extent of land acquisition extends beyond the
proposed works - will this be for future phases?

Land acquisition

The residents views are noted however if the city must provide suitable
alternative transportation infrastructure aimed at allowing the city to grow
without the need for increased traffic congestion and its related societal
problems.

A number of submissions queried if the removal of landscaping will
lead to an increase in noise, that the landscaping currently acts as a
screen. It was also noted that a number of submissions asked why
no detailed landscaping and accommodation work plans are
specified.

Landscaping
proposals

Cork City Council will work with property owners to minimise noise
disruption, landscaping re-instatement and accommodation works will be
designed and implemented in accordance with property owners' agreements.

Submission queried the loss of right turn onto Magazine Road and
subsequent delays in getting to properties on College Road.

Magazine Road

The current proposals represent the optimum layout/traffic sequence design.
The right turn at Dennehy's Cross from Wilton Road onto Magazine Road has
a disproportionate negative effect on the capacity of the junction therefore it
needs to be removed in order to improve the functionality of the junction.
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A number of submissions were concerned with removal of right
turn from Wilton Road onto Magazine Road stating that it will
force traffic through local residential areas: Glasheen Road, School
Avenue, Kilcrea Park, Coolgarten Park and Dorgan's Road,
Orchard Road etc. Deliberately creating “Rat Runs” in residential
areas is reckless and irresponsible.

Magazine Road

As per the comments in the previous response.

The details are as follows:- The total traffic count for right turning during the
peak period presently is 93. There are four possible routes from Glasheen
Road to Magazine road; School Avenue, Kilcrea Park, Coolgarten Park and
Dorgan's Road. The modelling estimates that the majority of the traffic will be
re-distributed to Kilcrea Park (this equated to 1 extra vehicle per minute) with
the balance using Dorgan’s Road (1 extra vehicle every 3 minutes). It is likely
that a small number of vehicles will use School Avenue and Coolgarten Park.
There are four link roads from Magazine Road to College Road; St Francis
Avenue, St Clare's Avenue, Highfield West and Highfield Avenue.

A site survey was undertaken of all the above roads. The survey included road
widths, parking, key features comments including comments on items that
might need to be addressed should the redistribution of traffic cause any
problems in these areas.

The survey identified that there is significant width (4.2m) in Kilcrea Park.
There may be some mitigation required to address parking and junction layout
at the junction with Magazine Road.

Dorgan’s Road has significant width (5.1m) with no major restrictions for
additional traffic.

The report highlighted a number of measures to restrict parking on the other
link roads which might be undertaken should the additional traffic cause
difficulties. These matters will be further considered as the project progresses.

A number of submissions noted that if right turning vehicles from
Wilton Road onto Magazine Road will be prohibited then traffic
going to UCC, Bon Secours Hospital, UCC Park and Ride,
underground parking at Orchard Gardens, College Commercial
Park etc... will use Orchard Road as a gateway. Orchard Road will
not sustain the additional traffic and there will be a health risk due
to increased vehicular emissions and a safety risk to pedestrians due
to increased vehicular movements.

Magazine Road

As per the above two responses. If the situation arises i.e. excessive re-
distributed traffic is causing difficulty on Orchard Road then consideration
may have to be given to banning the right turn from Wilton road onto Orchard
Road. This would need to form part of a separate process and engagement with
affected residents.
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A submission is requesting that Cork City Council revisit traffic
calming measures for Orchard Road. It is felt that Orchard Road
will become an alternative route for vehicles unable to turn right off
of Wilton Road onto Magazine Road, this will inevitably see and
increased incidence of speeding on Orchard Road’s in line with
increase in traffic volume. Whether it be signage installation and/or
other traffic safety/restriction measures we would very much
welcome intervention by Cork City Council.

Magazine Road

While this is outside the scope of this project, Cork City Council will address
potential traffic calming measures on Orchard Road should the residents so
desire and should the redistribution of traffic cause any problems in the area.

i. To provide new local roads, streets, upgraded streets, and pathways where required to increase
connectivity;

j- To actively manage capacity of the city’s street system to reduce the negative impacts of congestion
and to maximise the use of the existing street network;

k. To control the supply and price of all parking in the city in order to achieve sustainable
transportation

policy objectives, while recognising the need to maintain economic vibrancy until more gaps in the
existing alternative transportation systems are filled;

I. To encourage the use of innovative measures to reduce the requirement for car parking;

m. To support actions aimed at improving the fuel efficiency of motorised transport;

n. To facilitate operation (and expansion) of Cork Airport and Port of Cork, recognising their significant
role in the economic vitality and quality of life of the region;

0. To work closely with other transport stakeholders to achieve strategic transportation objectives,
incorporating the SUMP (Sustainable Urban Mobility Planning) process where feasible.

Objective 5.5 Strategic Transport Corridors

Cork City Council has commissioned studies to determine how to best optimise transport provision
along

strategic corridors within the city and will prioritise implementation of measures with the greatest
potential to

maximise modal shift to public transport, walking and cycling, and in doing so, maximising return on
investment. Upon completion, landuse transport plans for each corridor will be prepared (see
Objective

5.6).0bjective 5.10 Pedestrian and Cycling Infrastructure Design

The design of pedestrian and cycling infrastructure will be in accordance with the principles,
approaches, and standards set out in the National Cycle Manual, the Design Manual for Urban Roads
and Streets and

international best practice.

Objective 5.12 Support Bus Network Improvement
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Cork City Council will work with other transport stakeholders to facilitate the delivery of a legible and
reliable

network of bus services, including actions such as the elimination of pinch points on streets and the
provision of footpath to major nodes, as identified in corridor studies (paragraph 5.9) and the City
Centre

Movement Strategy (paragraph 5.8).

Objective 5.19 Improve Local Streets for Local Traffic

To cooperate with the other Transport stakeholders to improve the operational efficiency of the non-
national

road and transportation infrastructure for local traffic (e.g. promoting adequate local transportation
infrastructure and alternative transport/travel modes).

Of course, we welcome back all those who served on this council in the last term and we
also recall the nine members who retired and the three who did not retain their seats and
thank them for their service to the city, several among them who served as Ardmheara
Chorcai. They are: PJ Hourican, Mary Shields, Lil O’Donnell, Marion O’Sullivan, Stephen
Cunningham, Tom O’Driscoll, Chris O’Leary, Nicholas O’Keeffe, Laura McGonigle,
Shane O’Shea, Tim Brosnan, Mick Nugent.

Tonight is a milestone for those newly elected to Cork City Council and we look forward
to your contributions to the continuing evolution of the city over the next five years. It is
the culmination of many months if not years of planning, campaigning and effort so
congratulations on getting here to you and your support teams. Cork is on the move and the
people in this room will be at the centre of the powerhouse which will push this onwards
and upwards.

The transition to a larger city and a transfer of roles and responsibilities from the county
will not be without difficulties nor hiccups; services and practices for those moving
councils will differ for both sets of members, so | would urge calm and a degree of
patience as the new council settles, and as services to the public and the way business is
done — including a new meetings schedules - beds in. Reviews are a built-in part of the
standing orders so it will be up to us, the councillors, to do the fine-tuning of the
mechanisms of how this will work.

As | conclude my year as Lord Mayor of the city, | wish to thank — firstly — the people of
Cork who have continued to show the utmost and greatest respect for the position | have
had the huge honour to hold. It was an amazing year and incredible to witness at first hand
the level and extent of community and voluntary effort going on in every single
community the length and breadth of the city, north, south, east and west. It was also eye-



opening to work with the multitude of groups across the academic, educational, business,
religious, social, cultural, sporting and military sectors of our city in what was a frenetic
but hugely enjoyable and - | hope - productive 12 months.

In recent days, people have been asking me to pick the highlights of my year and I’d be
here for the night if I was to start recounting those, so many in number were they.
However, even just mentioning a few will give a flavour or a snapshot of a fantastic year:
Visiting over 100 schools, including my own alma mater Deerpark CBS — as well as those
I worked in - are events that will stay with me forever; leading the Buttera down the street
from the North Cathedral for the Shandon festival; Cork winning a Munster Hurling Final
and almost reaching an All Ireland; my club, the Barrs winning the senior football county
championship; the incredible success of the sell-out Liam Miller event at which 38,000
people attended, raising €1.5m, and its positive impact on several charities in the city and
county; being immersed in the negotiations to extend the City Boundary; adjudicating on
the National Bravery Awards at Farmleigh House; speaking at events to mark the 100"
anniversary of the end of World War | as well as the First Dail; the presentation of Joe
Murphy’s service medal to his family and accepting the Death Mask of Terence
MacSwiney on behalf of the city; being on the first Cork delegation to St Petersburg;
welcoming the victorious senior and intermediate camogie teams after being in Croke Park
for their All Ireland successes; sleeping out on Spike Island for focus Ireland; awarding
Cara O’Sullivan the inaugural Cork Culture Award and attending the sell out concerts in
her honour; the list goes on and on.

So to all those whose paths | crossed on these occasions and literally thousands more,
gabhaim buiochas o croi daoibh and thanks for the huge respect afforded to me and the
office of Lord Mayor.

The extension of the boundary and the announcement of the transport plans for Cork are
among the major factors propelling the rise of the city. Up to 10,000 new jobs are due to
come on stream in the next few years in developments that already flying up from barren
ground and changing our skyline forever. Confidence is high among those locating in our
city and this council has a chance to bolster that and maximise the benefits for our people.
Issues with current deficits in transport and housing must continue to be addressed and
overcome which will be the initial food for thought for councillors in the coming weeks,
along with challenges posed by climate change and our current inadequate defences against
extreme weather.

If 1 was to be asked about the biggest disappointment of my term, it would unquestionably
be the lack of clear progress on the event centre which has been on and off the horizon now
for many years...a third council cycle in fact. Its future now is in the hands of those behind
the project and those making the decisions regarding state funding; it needs to happen if
Cork is to prosper as envisaged in the government’s 2040 plans, along with other major
capital projects that are still in the pipeline.

I would like to thank the Deputy Lord Mayor, Thomas Moloney, for doing such a brilliant
job during the past year. We worked very closely and well together and | know from



talking to groups, and feedback that we received from the public, that he carried out his
duties superbly well and represented the office of Lord Mayor with enthusiasm and style.

I also wish to thank all the elected members for assisting with deputising at various events.
There is so much going on in Cork that it requires the assistance of many councillors to
fulfil daily diary events so thanks to everyone who donned a mayoral chain and supported
the many, many community groups and events and occasions since last summer. The new
office holder will require the same support.

A final thanks to my family, my mother Marie, brothers Paul and Tim, sister Catherine, in-
laws, nephews and nieces, uncles, aunts, cousins, work colleagues — past and present - and
large circle of friends for supporting me and my events throughout the year. Raising over
€55,000 for groups in my charity events was a fine achievement and I certainly could not
have done it without them.

Trying to get re-elected at the close of the term was also a difficult proposition and I would
like to thank them all for doing so much of the work for me as | fulfilled my remaining
weeks in the hot seat.

It will be strange to go from being Lord Mayor to becoming and lar Adrmheara but | will
be joining the ranks of many illustrious office holders knowing | had a great term of office.
Next year, we will mark in Cork the centenary of a significant chapter of local, national
and international history with the 100" anniversary of the Burning of Cork and also the
centenary of the deaths of our two most famous Lord Mayors, Tomas MacCurtain and
Terence MacSwiney.

That history is important to the people of Cork as is the integrity and nature of the office
they held which is a much-loved position in Cork life. I would caution that any new
proposals for the job of Lord Mayor of Cork must have the rich history of this office, its
connectedness with the people and the balance between executive duties at its core.

The value and emphasis on education that my parents instilled in me made me want to
become a doctor. And | am particularly proud to be a General Practitioner, especially in
Blackpool looking after people through their lifetime.

It is a unique privilege to get an insight into someone’s life, a privilege that needs to be
cherished and supported.

Talking with people and journeying through their adversities with them in one of the great
honours that a Doctor has.

It is so important that people are listened to. And it is one of the tragedies and mistakes of
the past that we as a society sometimes did not listen to people when they spoke out
against injustice and wrongdoing.

We should not continue to make those mistakes. Being listened to and having a voice is
how people feel engaged. We as a society fail when people feel they are not listened to or
that they do not matter.

In my medical practice | see many people facing all different kinds of adversities. Seeing
the many challenges that people have to overcome encouraged me to try and address these
issues at a societal level.

All parts of that society need to be understood
and cherished.

There is a famous quote from a former Freeman of Cork and Speaker of the US House of
Representatives Tip O’Neill that “all politics is local’.

This is never more true than after a local election.

Cork’s connections extend far beyond the City. We are a proud second City. A City that
has a history of punching well above its weight nationally and internationally.

We have developed strong links through our twinning agreements with Coventry,
Swansea, Rennes, Cologne, San Francisco and Shanghai.

And here | would like to pay tribute to the recently retired Director Pat Ledwidge for his
work in fostering the strong relationship with Shanghai.

By building on those connections Cork has proved itself as an outward looking City and
we can see the fruits of those connections through such initiatives as the Confucius
Institute in UCC.

I wish to ask the CEO what the Council's intentions are with regard to the amendment to
the Part 8 development on High Street. Prior to the Part 8 being passed an amendment to
increase the parking spaces on the High Street Summerhill South car park was agreed to by
the then Director of Housing, Valerie O'Sullivan. The Part 8 development allows for 2
parking spaces to be removed from High Street and the spirit of the amendment was to
offset this loss of parking for the residents of the area. The amendment was proposed by
Cllr. Sean Martin and seconded by Cllr. Paudie Dineen.

REPLY

The Part 8 Planning Approval fora small housing scheme at High Street did not
incorporate any amendments or conditions regarding parking provision at Summerhill
South car park. However, further to these representations, in late 2017, the Members of
Council explored the costs/benefits of increasing the car parking available in the
Summerhill South car park at the Roads and Transportation Committee.

During that exercise it was noted that the removal of all the existing green/planted area
(including shrubbery and three trees) and the relocation of public lighting and related
services would create the capacity for a maximum of six additional car parking spaces.

The associated cost for these road-works was estimated at €60,000 at the time to include
excavation work, removal of trees/green area, service relocations, surfacing works and
lining. Members considered the potential for additional parking and also the potential cost
and consequential loss of green space.

PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLE ACCESS TO TRAMORE VALLEY PARK

In response to the following question submitted by Combhairleoir D. Boyle, a written reply
was circulated as outlined below:-

To ask the Chief Executive the timetable that is in place to allow pedestrian and cyclist
access to Tramore Valley Park?

REPLY

There is a high quality pedestrian/cyclist access route recently completed by Cork County
Council in to Tramore Valley Park from the Douglas village end of the South Douglas
Road and this is proving extremely popular.

There is another possibility, Half Moon Lane, which is a narrow lane off South Douglas
Road serving Christ King Girls Secondary School, a number of commercial premises, ESB
pitch & putt club, one residential property and a large City Council Depot housing Plant
& Machinery, Cleansing and Traffic Departments. All these uses generate considerable
vehicular traffic ranging from large commercial vehicles to family saloons.

The lane measures approximately 250 metres in length and ranges in width from 4m -
5.5m. There is no public footpath and no dedicated car park spaces along the lane. The
junction with the South Douglas Road is not a controlled junction (no traffic lights) and is
completely blind in both directions when exiting.

In the context of the above, the lane is completely unsafe for pedestrians and cyclists using
it to access Tramore Valley Park and considerable improvement works are required to
bring it up to a safe standard. It is also important to note that providing an access to the
park from Halfmoon Lane will also attract visitors arriving by car and, given that there is
no dedicated parking area, cars are likely to be abandoned along the narrow lane creating a
serious obstruction for other vehicles using the lane to access their premises and for
parents dropping and collecting school children.

A traffic assessment and survey of the lane is presently underway and draft improvement
proposals should be ready for consideration by late July. This exercise will be followed by
a part 8 application and, if approved, detailed design, tender and contract will follow.

Total timescale is approximately twelve months.

LANDSCAPE PRESERVATION ZONE IN CORK CITY DEVELOPMENT PLAN

In response to the following question submitted by Combhairleoir O. Moran, a written reply
was circulated as outlined below:-

To ask the CEO the purpose of the designation of Landscape Preservation Zone in the
Cork City Development Plan, what protection this designation confers against the
unlicenced felling or damaging of trees and for the protection of ecology and habitats, and
the range of designations that Cork City Council can confer to prevent the unlicensed
felling or damaging of trees and for the protection of ecology and habitats in its urban
area?

(ClIr. Oliver Moran)

The purpose of land use zoning is to indicate the land use objectives of the City Council
for lands within its administrative area.

The objective of the Landscape Preservation Zone (LPZ) is:

‘To preserve and enhance the special landscape and visual character of landscape
preservation zones. There will be a presumption against development within these zones,
with development only open for consideration where it achieves the specific objectives set
out of reach LPZ in Chapter 10, Table 10.2” (City Development Plan 2015-21).

This zoning comes into consideration when a planning application for development of a
site within an LPZ is being assessed. Planning permission might, for example, be refused
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due to the impact of the development on the trees or ecology of the site, or conditions
requiring the protection of trees or ecology or habitats could be attached to a permission
for development. Therefore, the zoning of the site as LPZ can be used to give protection to
the trees etc through the development management process, in the context of a planning
application, but not generally outside this.

A tree feeling licence is not required for tree felling in the urban environment unless the
tree, group of trees or woodlands are protected by a Tree Preservation Order (TPO). Trees
on private lands are not protected unless a TPO is placed upon them under Section 205 of
the Planning and Development Act. A schedule of TPOs are listed in Chapter 10 of the
City Development Plan Table 10.4, and trees and woodland objectives are outlined in
Objective 10.10 of the Development Plan.

Through the Planning Enforcement process, the City Council can take action against the
felling of trees, a group of trees or woodland which are designated as TPOs (Section 205 of
the Planning and Development Act).

In certain specific circumstances action can be taken under Section 57(1) of the Planning
and Development Act where the felling of trees within the curtilage of a Protected
Structure, has materially affected the character and setting of that structure. This does not
apply to all trees within the curtilage of a Protected Structure, only those which contribute
to the special interest of the structure, and would require assessment on a case by case
basis.

Protected species and designated habitats are included under Objective 10.7 and Non
Designated areas of biodiversity importance under Objective 10.8 of the Development Plan
and under the Wildlife Act and the Habitat and Birds Directives.

TREE CUTTING AND REMOVAL

benefit analysis to provide a statistical analysis of tree-felling that has occurred,
specifically number of trees felled, under the Remit of Cork City Council for the last two
years.

REPLY

Chapter 10 of the Cork City Development Plan 2015 - 2021 outlines the importance of
trees and urban woodlands in the City and sets clear targets in Objective 10.10 for both the
protection of existing trees and the continued development of the urban woodland which
includes individual street trees, tree groups and wooded areas.

Section10.58 states — ‘Trees make a valuable contribution to the biodiversity, local visual
amenity and landscape value of Cork City. They also have an educational and scientific
value. Trees can help to absorb pollutants, filter dust, reduce noise, produce oxygen and
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reduce carbon dioxide as well as enhancing the aesthetics of the built environment and
public realm thus benefiting Cork City’s environmental and economic wellbeing’.

The City Council’s policy for the management of urban trees adheres to the objectives in
the City Development Plan and this is carried out in line with available resources.

City Trees are managed in the context of tree health, public safety, proximity to properties
and utilities.

Tree works are carried out in accordance with best arboriculture practice and relevant
British Standards.

Tree works include a combination of programmed work, emergency works and response to
requests from nominated representatives and the public. All works and requests are pre-
inspected by qualified arboriculturists and works are carried out by qualified tree surgeons.
Trees are living organisms and the lifespan of individual trees can vary depending on the
species, cultivar, soil conditions etc. Individual species can be vulnerable to various pest
and diseases including some that can result in the death of a tree or group of trees in a
very short time e.g Dutch EIm Disease.

Many street trees have to content with poor soil conditions that lack nutrition and capacity
to either retain or release moisture, their root system has to navigate between a myriad of
utilities of varying depths and sizes while others have to contend with overhead cables.

All the above conditions and issues influence the health and stability of individual trees in
the urban environment and in many situations this can give rise to poor growth, disease and
a considerably shorter lifespan.

An example from last year was the re-emergence of Dutch EIm Disease due to the long hot
dry summer resulting in  many regenerated elm trees dying during the autumn and early
winter.

High winds and storms are responsible for the loss of many trees and, serious damage to
others during most winters.

It is in the context of all of the above that trees are assessed in regard to tree felling,
removal and pruning and, not assessed on the basis of a cost-benefit analysis. As
mentioned earlier, the overriding principle for the management of the City Council tree
population is tree health and public safety.

Approximate number of dead, diseased and unsafe trees felled in any twelve month period
is 200.

Recently a small number of ill-informed individuals have complained about the City
Council recklessly felling and pruning trees at various locations in the City, that claim has
no foundation whatsoever. | have clearly outlined above that all inspections and tree
works are carried out in accordance with best arboriculture practice and in a professional
manner by qualified personnel.

In the context of the Boundary Extension, the number of City trees to be managed will
increase considerably and the necessary resources to manage this increased number must
be considered during the Draft 2020 Estimates cycle.

An Chomhairle considered and approved the report of the Director of Housing dated 16"
May, 2019 on the following motion referred to the Committee by An Chomhairle:-
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“That City Council would give a full report on the Rebuilding Ireland Mortgage Scheme
including the process involved, the funding available and the take up in Cork City Council
to date.’

(Proposer: Cllr. H. Cremin 19/114)

The report of the Director of Housing stated that The Rebuilding Ireland Home Loan
Scheme was launched by all local authorities from 1st February 2018.

The Scheme replaces the Annuity House Purchase Loan Scheme and the Tenant Purchase
Loan Scheme.

The Rebuilding Ireland Home Loan (RIHL) is targeted at people who have access to an
adequate deposit and have the income capacity to repay a mortgage, but who are unable to
access a mortgage big enough for them to purchase their first home. The loan may be used
to purchase new or second-hand properties.

To be eligible for a Rebuilding Ireland Home Loan an applicant must:

e be afirst-time buyer

e be aged between 18 and 70 years

e be in continuous employment for a minimum of two years, as the primary earner or
be in continuous employment for a minimum of one year, as a secondary earner

« have an annual gross income of not more than €50,000 as a single applicant or not
more than €75,000 combined as joint applicants

e submit two years certified accounts if self-employed

e provide evidence of insufficient offers of finance from two banks or building
societies

e not be a current or previous owner of residential property in or outside the Republic
of Ireland

e occupy the property as your normal place of residence

e purchase a property situated in the Republic of Ireland of no more than of 175 square
metres (gross internal floor area)

e purchase a property which does not exceed the maximum market value applicable
for the county in which it is located - €320,000 is the maximum market value in
Cork City

« consent to an Irish Credit Bureau check.

Loan repayments should be no more than 35 per cent of applicant(s) net monthly income.
Applicants can borrow up to 90% of the market value of the property.
There are three loan options available:

e 2% fixed for up to 25 years (APR 2.02%)*

e 2.25% fixed for up to 30 years (APR 2.27%)*

o 2.30% variable (subject to fluctuation) for up to 30 years (APR 2.32%)*

* Rates are subject to change. Mortgage rates are set on the date of drawdown of the loan.

All rates are exclusive of Mortgage Protection Insurance (MPI) which is a requirement of
borrowing. Eligible borrowers are required to partake in the local authority collective MPI
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scheme. The price of this insurance is more expensive than others that are available — but
the local authority MPI scheme covers disability as well as death.

If an applicant chooses a fixed interest rate product:

e Monthly repayments remain the same for the full fixed rate loan period, making
budgeting easier - but during the fixed rate period, a borrower may be liable for a
breakage fee if they switch to a variable rate or pay off all or part of their mortgage.

If an applicant chooses a variable interest rate product:

o Borrowers have the flexibility to make lump sum repayments, increase their
repayments or make early repayments - but their monthly repayments could rise or
fall over the life of their mortgage.

Application Process

The applicant must submit the following:

» A fully completed Application Form

» Letters from 2 Banks or Building Societies confirming refusal or insufficient loan offers
» HPL1 Form - stamped by Revenue Commissioners

» Photographic Identification (Current Passport or Drivers Licence)
» Proof of Present Address (Current Utility Bill or Bank Statement)
» Original Salary Certificate

» Up to date, computer generated P60

» 4 recent payslips

» Original Current Account Statements (12 months)

» Original Savings Statements (12 months)

» Original Loan Statements (12 months)

» Original Credit Card Statements (12 months)

» Original Credit Union Statements (12 months)

» 2 Years Audited Accounts/Accountants Report (Self-Employed)
» Current Tax Balancing Statement (Self~Employed)

» Current Preliminary Tax Receipt (Self-Employed)

The fully completed application is forwarded to the Housing Agency for a
recommendation. The Housing Agency carries out a credit history check.

Cork City Council’s Credit Control Operational Group meets every two weeks to consider
applications in receipt of a positive recommendation from the Housing Agency.

Cork City Council’s Appeals Panel meets regularly to consider those applicants that
choose to appeal a negative Housing Agency recommendation.

The decisions of the Credit Control Operational Group and the Appeals Panel are
forwarded to Cork City Council’s Credit Committee for approval.

Available Funding

There was an initial nationwide fund of €200 million available to fund successful loan
applications. Earlier this year there was a concern that this fund had been exhausted but the
Department of Housing, Planning & Local Government issued a Circular Letter in early
March advising all local authorities to continue operating the scheme.

Cork City Council Take Up

Cork City Council has received 160 Rebuilding Ireland Home Loan Applications to date.
Cork City Council has issued 38 Provisional Approvals and 65 Refusals.

Cork City Council has finalised 3 Rebuilding Ireland Home Loans (value: €433,500).
Cork City Council has offered 7 Rebuilding Ireland Home Loans (value: €1,115,300).

NEW COMMUNITY FACILITY AT DEANROCK

SHORT TERM LETTINGS

“That Cork City Council seek expressions of interest from property owners who can make
empty housing units available to the City Council for short leases, say 6 months, to
homeless persons or families. This arrangement could be extended for another 6 months
short hold tenancies with those housed supported by the City Council and other agencies to
ensure sustainable tenancies.’

The report of the Director of Services stated that the Housing Directorate will make
arrangements to explore such a proposal in the second half of 2019 when the Council has
expanded its jurisdiction. Such a pilot short-term letting scheme would be subject to
appropriate procurement and legal requirements and the homes snominated would require
to be suitable and safe for letting in these circumstances Members will be aware that the
Council has experienced a mistrust of private rented accommodation by homeless persons,
and this could be a challenge. There were 44 no. refusals of long-term lettings by persons
in emergency accommodation in Cork City, during the past 16 months.

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PARKING AT WYCHERLEY PLACE

An Chombhairle considered and approved the report of the Director of Services, Roads and
Transportation dated the 16™ May 2019 on the following motion referred to the Committee
by An Chomhairle:-

“That Cork City Council in consultation with the residents of Wycherley Place regulate the
parking and introduce bollards where necessary to allow for easy access and exit for
residents with cars.’

(Proposer: Cllr. S. Martin 19/002)

The report of the Director of Services stated that Wycherley Place is located within the
existing pay parking control area. If the residents of this area are experiencing problems
due to unregulated parking, a written request to introduce pay parking controls should be
submitted to the Transportation Division. Each resident who requires on-street parking will
be required to apply for a Resident’s Permit, to enable their vehicles to be parked without
limitation as to time in the disc parking area. The cost of a permit is currently €20 per
annum.

The process is as follows:

Written request from residents requesting introduction of controls;

Liaison with local residents to ensure the majority are in favour of this change;
Consultation with the Gardai;

Issuing of residents permits;

Installation of parking poles and signs (to be completed within the constraints of
resources and demands of other traffic related work);

e Enforcement of parking controls

PUBLIC LIGHTING ON UPPER TOWER STREET AND CAT LANE

An Chombhairle considered and approved the report of the Director of Services, Roads and
Transportation dated the 16™ May 2019 on the following motion referred to the Committee

‘(a) That City Council would liaise with residents of Cat Lane (including industrial estate)
with a view to upgrading the public lighting on Upper Tower Street and Cat Lane towards
Barrack Street.

As part of the preplanning consultation process it was agreed that additional spaces would
be provided in Emmet Place to counteract the loss of the Academy Street spaces in the
afternoon. The spaces on Emmet Place have been provided and are available for use 24
hours a day.

The enhancement of footpath facilities along Drawbridge Street now provides alternative
access for those with mobility issues/ wheelchairs and buggies onto the northern end of St
Patrick Street from Emmet Place and Academy street. Those with blue disability badges
can continue to park in any onstreet car parking space in the city free of charge within the
times designated for parking. The new 15 minute setdown spaces provided as part of the
scheme are also readily available for use by everybody.

Further spaces can be designated for disabled or other uses if Members wish and the matter
can be further progressed at the next Committee Meeting.

INTRODUCTION

Cork City Council is obliged to adopt a Climate Change Adaptation Strategy by 30" September, 2019.
This will set out a suite of actions that will be undertaken by Cork City Council to address climate
change for the period 2019 — 2024 and form the basis of continued action thereafter. The Climate
Change Adaptation Plan will have an impact on all directorates.

OBJECTIVES

This strategy builds on considerable work undertaken by Cork City Council and our partners.
However it will involve a more concerted effort to address climate change adaptation for the city.
The implementation of a climate change adaptation plan will yield a number of social, economic and
environmental benefits to the city, ultimately positioning Cork as a ‘Resilient City’, which with
anticipated increased impacts of climate change in cities around the world, will be an important
element of the identity and promotion of Cork. The two main goals of the plan are:

i.  To make Cork City as climate resilient as possible, reducing the impacts of current and future
climate change relate conditions and events; and
ii.  Proactively engage with all citizens on the subject of climate action.

The Cork City Climate Change Adaptation Strategy 2019 — 2024 will set out a suite of objectives and
actions under the following thematic headings:

i Local governance and business operations;
ii. Infrastructure and built environment;
ii.  Land use and development;
iv.  Drainage, water and flood management;
V. Nature, natural resources and cultural infrastructure;
vi. ~ Community safety, health and well being; and
vii.  Partnership.

IMPLEMENTATION

A set of both qualitative and quantitative key performance indicators will be devised for each action.
Ultimately the responsibility for implementation of the strategy will rest with the SMT. A cross
directorate coordination group will be established chaired by Strategic and Economic Development
to oversee the integrated implementation of the actions. Working groups may need to be
established with external partners to implement specific initiatives on a task and finish basis. The
elected members of the Council will be engaged via the SPC structure.

1.10C Meetings
The 10C continued to meet with the two Chief Executives and their senior management

representatives. Meetings took place on the 1* of May and the 28" of May 2019. A further meeting
is planned for the 28" June 2019.

2. Directorate Level Meetings

Approximately 330 D2D and subgroup/working groups meetings have taken place over the past 12
months. These involved extensive engagement between both Local Authorities resulting in
operational knowledge transfer to Cork City Council. Many of the Service Areas intend to continue
meetings past the transfer date in order to manage this process and to quickly address any post
transition issues that might arise.

3. Service Transition

All services (with the exception of the collection of commercial rates) successfully transferred to
Cork City Council on the morning of Friday 31st May 2019, that being the “Transfer Day” as set out in
the legislation. Commercial rates will transfer to the City on 1st January 2020 as per the legislation.

A number of Local Government Act 2019 Section 20 arrangements (list below) have been entered
into by the two Local Authorities for specific functions/activities which span the transfer day and/or
extend for a time period thereafter. This approach ensures that such services continue to be
provided to the public and businesses without undue inconvenience or disruption. Each section 20
agreement specifies the detailed working arrangements involved and the time period for which the
arrangement relates.

1) Mobile Library Services

2) SICAP

3) Social Housing Stock Maintenance
4) Housing Grants & AHB Agreement
5) Social Housing Capital Schemes

6) Traffic & Transportation Projects



7) Building Control Functions

8) Douglas and Glashaboy Flood Relief Schemes

9) Veterinary Services

10) Road & Public lighting Maintenance

11) Domestic Well Grants

12) Road Maintenance Works & Road Opening Licenses

It is noted that a number of Section 85 Agreements are currently being revised and updated and that
these will be presented to both Councils for approval in the coming weeks/months. These include:

1) Road Maintenance

2) Public Lighting maintenance
3) Veterinary Services

4) Fire Services

It is envisaged that there will be a need for ongoing interactions between the two Local Authorities
during a “bedding down” period over the coming months.

4., Data Transfer
As of 31% May 2019, a total of 98 electronic datasets have been received by Cork City Council via a
secure data transfer channel. All data transferred has been fully encrypted by Cork County Council
prior to the transfer taking place, transferred only in encrypted form and decrypted by Cork City
Council once received.

Furthermore, a total of 530 document transfer box files containing hard copy data have been
received by Cork City Hall in recent weeks. A complete log of all boxes received has been verified
and retained. Each of the 530 boxes of information has now been distributed to the various
Directorates within the City Council and are being integrated into the existing filing systems.

5. Staff Transfer

On the 31* of May approx 130 staff from Cork County Council commenced employment with Cork
City Council. The City Council has also almost completed the recruitment of an additional 70 staff
who filled vacant posts which transferred to the City from the County.

All staff (both new staff and transferring staff) attended a City Council induction day. At this event
they received extensive briefings on the City Council and our policies as well as being given the
opportunity to meet with their new colleagues in the work areas to which they will be transferring.
The office reorganisation process to accommodate the incoming staff is now substantially complete.

6. Transfer of Facilities

As part of the transfer process a number of offices, depots, libraries and other facilities transferred
to Cork City Council. The County has supplied the City Council with a specific “Exit Plan” with respect
to each office/depot/facility that is transferring to the City Council.

The Exit Plans set out comprehensive information in relation to property registration, utility and
service provider information, contents inventory etc,. These plans have ensured that the facilities



handover is conducted in an efficient and professional manner and that Cork City Council has all of
the required information to allow us to immediately commence operations from these sites.

7.Financial Arrangements

The 10C, through its Transition Oversight Manager and Finance Panel (which includes 2 no. local
authority Heads of Finance), has been facilitating discussions between the negotiating teams of both
Councils. The focus to date has been on discussing the financial principles and reaching common
ground where possible. Further financial meetings are planned during the month of June.

Following further considerations, the Oversight Committee published a second version of their
Statutory Implementation Plan in May. This second version of the Plan contained the final version of
the financial chapter which was incomplete in the first version of the Plan.

8. Communications
The communications initiatives contained Joint Boundary Communications Plan developed by the
two Local Authorities commenced in early April and continued up the transfer date.

The extensive radio, press and social media campaign was rolled out to support the above initiatives.
A series of radio adverts were run on local radio stations (Cork’s 96FM and RedFM) in late May, in
the week before the transition day in order to raise awareness of same.

The communications interventions were directed appropriately so that all customers and
stakeholders were aware of the transition arrangements. Feedback to date indicated that the
communications initiatives were very successful in getting the message out to stakeholders, citizens
and businesses, especially the 35,000 information leaflets which were posted to homes and
businesses in the transfer area.

Another successful aspect of the joint communications plan was the issuing of correspondence
directly to key customer groups. Initially correspondence issued by Cork County Council to identified
service customers/users in the transition area. Following this Cork City Council contacted these
same customers directly affected by the transition giving them precise details of service changes as
they specifically affect them e.g. new City Council service contact telephone numbers etc.. This
correspondence from Cork City Council was very effective and resulted in customers having a clear
understanding of the impacts on them personally of the boundary change.

9. Risk Management

The Oversight Committee is engaging with both Councils to ensure that the risks were identified in
the Statutory Implementation Plan are being continually assessed and properly managed as part of
the implementation process. A Risk Identification and Risk Assessment process were carried out and
key risks continue to be monitored on an ongoing basis. Further meetings on this topic are
scheduled to take place in June.



10. Customer Service unit

The new City Council “Customer Service Unit” went live on the 31 of May 2019. This unit is
responsible for taking all service request phone calls which are made to Cork City Council and
ensuring that they are correctly and efficiently assigned out to the back office service delivery units
for swift action and resolution. Over the first week of operation an average of in excess of 500 calls

have been handled daily by this new unit.

Thank you for your recent letter on behalf of Cork City Council concerning the status black
escalation at Cork University Hospital (CUH).

As Minister for Health, | wish to acknowledge the distress overcrowded Emergency Departments
cause to patients, their families, and frontline staff working in very challenging conditions in
hospitals throughout the country. | would like to assure you of my commitment to tackle
overcrowding in EDs.

This is a very busy period for our health services, with many hospitals reporting significant numbers
of patient attendances. For the first quarter of 2019, the number of patients attending hospital EDs
increased by 7.6%, and the number of ED admissions increased by 4.7% compared to the same
period last year.

Despite the significant increase in demand, our health services have managed better in the first
quarter of this year than in previous years, and the numbers of patients waiting on trolleys nationally
were 12% lower between January and March this year compared to the same period last year.

Based on provisional TrolleyGAR data, the number of patients waiting on trolleys was 1% lower in
April 2019 than March 2019, but there was an increase of 7% compared to April 2018.

It is important to put the trolley figures in context. The hospital system is currently operating at close
to full capacity. The number of patients attending Emergency Departments continues to increase

year on year, with approximately 1.3 million attendances in 2018, up 3.5% on 2017. This reflects
increasing demand for unscheduled care, especially by patients in the 75 and over age group.

The Health Service Capacity Review published last year was clear on the need for a major investment
in additional capacity in both hospital and community — combined with a widescale reform of the
manner and the location of where health services are provided.

The Winter Initiative 2017/2018 saw the opening of 241 additional beds in acute hospitals and the
capacity programme for 2019 provides for the following increases in capacity:
o 78 additional beds, including a 40-bed modular build in South Tipperary General
Hospital, and a 30-bed ward in Our Lady of Lourdes Hospital Drogheda, 4 HDU beds in Cork
and 4 HDU beds in the Mater;
. 75 acute beds and 70 community beds as part of the Winter Plan 2018/2019, of
these, 60 acute beds, including an additional 5 beds in Cork have opened to date;

The Full Capacity Protocol (FCP) was formally introduced nationally on December 24th, 2015. The
HSE National Escalation Framework consists of a tiered and incremental suite of actions to be
adapted and implemented in hospitals with an ED during times when such hospitals are challenged
in matching capacity and demand for acute inpatient care. The full capacity protocol is the last
escalation step in the HSE National Escalation Framework and is activated to alleviate pressure on
the Emergency Department.

FCP is activated once the number of admitted patients waiting on trolleys in the ED exceeds 16. It
was devised in order to redeploy hospital resources towards surges in demand for emergency care,
thereby reducing Emergency Department (ED) waiting times. This protocol provides for its use as a
last resort as part of a whole system, whole health response to create additional surge capacity. The
FCP may include the admission of patients to “extra” beds on inpatient units and their environs. It
can also include the option of time limited ambulance diversion to provide protection to the hospital
from new demand.

These measures can improve the flow of admitted patients through unscheduled care pathways by
both dampening demand and temporarily increasing capacity across the health system. The ED may
temporarily accommodate a locally agreed number of extra patients, subject to maintaining an
appropriate level of patient flow which it will be critical to maintain, to address the overcrowding.

Due to the unprecedented increase in trolley number in early April, | held a teleconference with
senior management in the South South West Hospital Group, the HSE, CHO 4 and Cork University
Hospital and requested an update on the actions underway. Senior management assured me that
they were taking proactive steps to mitigate the situation.

A number of Local Government Act 2019 Section 20 arrangements (list below) have been entered
into by the two Local Authorities for specific functions/activities which span the transfer day and/or
extend for a time period thereafter. This approach ensures that such services continue to be
provided to the public and businesses without undue inconvenience or disruption. Each section 20
agreement specifies the detailed working arrangements involved and the time period for which the
arrangement relates.

1) Mobile Library Services

2) SICAP

3) Social Housing Stock Maintenance
4) Housing Grants & AHB Agreement
5) Social Housing Capital Schemes

6) Traffic & Transportation Projects



7) Building Control Functions

8) Douglas and Glashaboy Flood Relief Schemes

9) Veterinary Services

10) Road & Public lighting Maintenance

11) Domestic Well Grants

12) Road Maintenance Works & Road Opening Licenses

It is noted that a number of Section 85 Agreements are currently being revised and updated and that
these will be presented to both Councils for approval in the coming weeks/months. These include:

1) Road Maintenance

2) Public Lighting maintenance
3) Veterinary Services

4) Fire Services

It is envisaged that there will be a need for ongoing interactions between the two Local Authorities
during a “bedding down” period over the coming months.

4. Data Transfer
As of 31* May 2019, a total of 98 electronic datasets have been received by Cork City Council via a
secure data transfer channel. All data transferred has been fully encrypted by Cork County Council
prior to the transfer taking place, transferred only in encrypted form and decrypted by Cork City
Council once received.

Furthermore, a total of 530 document transfer box files containing hard copy data have been
received by Cork City Hall in recent weeks. A complete log of all boxes received has been verified
and retained. Each of the 530 boxes of information has now been distributed to the various
Directorates within the City Council and are being integrated into the existing filing systems.

5. Staff Transfer

On the 31% of May approx 130 staff from Cork County Council commenced employment with Cork
City Council. The City Council has also almost completed the recruitment of an additional 70 staff
who filled vacant posts which transferred to the City from the County.

All staff (both new staff and transferring staff) attended a City Council induction day. At this event
they received extensive briefings on the City Council and our policies as well as being given the
opportunity to meet with their new colleagues in the work areas to which they will be transferring.
The office reorganisation process to accommodate the incoming staff is now substantially complete.

6. Transfer of Facilities

As part of the transfer process a number of offices, depots, libraries and other facilities transferred
to Cork City Council. The County has supplied the City Council with a specific “Exit Plan” with respect
to each office/depot/facility that is transferring to the City Council.

The Exit Plans set out comprehensive information in relation to property registration, utility and
service provider information, contents inventory etc,. These plans have ensured that the facilities



handover is conducted in an efficient and professional manner and that Cork City Council has all of
the required information to allow us to immediately commence operations from these sites.

7. Financial Arrangements

The 10C, through its Transition Oversight Manager and Finance Panel (which includes 2 no. local
authority Heads of Finance), has been facilitating discussions between the negotiating teams of both
Councils. The focus to date has been on discussing the financial principles and reaching common
ground where possible. Further financial meetings are planned during the month of June.

Following further considerations, the Oversight Committee published a second version of their
Statutory Implementation Plan in May. This second version of the Plan contained the final version of
the financial chapter which was incomplete in the first version of the Plan.

8. Communications
The communications initiatives contained Joint Boundary Communications Plan developed by the
two Local Authorities commenced in early April and continued up the transfer date.

The extensive radio, press and social media campaign was rolled out to support the above initiatives.
A series of radio adverts were run on local radio stations (Cork’s 96FM and RedFM) in late May, in
the week before the transition day in order to raise awareness of same.

The communications interventions were directed appropriately so that all customers and
stakeholders were aware of the transition arrangements. Feedback to date indicated that the
communications initiatives were very successful in getting the message out to stakeholders, citizens
and businesses, especially the 35,000 information leaflets which were posted to homes and
businesses in the transfer area.

Another successful aspect of the joint communications plan was the issuing of correspondence
directly to key customer groups. Initially correspondence issued by Cork County Council to identified
service customers/users in the transition area. Following this Cork City Council contacted these
same customers directly affected by the transition giving them precise details of service changes as
they specifically affect them e.g. new City Council service contact telephone numbers etc.. This
correspondence from Cork City Council was very effective and resulted in customers having a clear
understanding of the impacts on them personally of the boundary change.

9. Risk Management

The Oversight Committee is engaging with both Councils to ensure that the risks were identified in
the Statutory Implementation Plan are being continually assessed and properly managed as part of
the implementation process. A Risk Identification and Risk Assessment process were carried out and
key risks continue to be monitored on an ongoing basis. Further meetings on this topic are
scheduled to take place in June.



10. Customer Service unit

The new City Council “Customer Service Unit” went live on the 31* of May 2019. This unit is
responsible for taking all service request phone calls which are made to Cork City Council and
ensuring that they are correctly and efficiently assigned out to the back office service delivery units
for swift action and resolution. Over the first week of operation an average of in excess of 500 calls
have been handled daily by this new unit.

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HOUSING CAPITAL WORKS:

Members will be aware that the Department of Housing, Planning & Local Government (DHPLG)
announced delivery targets under the Rebuilding Ireland Action Plan for Housing & Homelessness
across a range of housing programmes.

Cork City Council successfully met and exceeded its target for 2018 across the Build, Acquisition
and Leasing delivery programme providing 461 homes of which 292 homes were from the Local
Authority and AHB Sector build programmes.

The City Council is advancing a strong delivery programme which can be summarised as follows:

1. Construction: Cork City Council placed a contract notice on the E Tenders website and the
OJEU (Official Journal of the European Union) to procure innovative solutions to meeting
housing targets under the Social Housing Strategy (SHS) including the construction and
completion of housing projects under a parallel site acquisition and development agreement
with the City Council, using a Competitive Dialogue procurement process.

In Phase 1 of Competitive Dialogue, 11 schemes comprising 215 homes have progressed with
the approval of the DHPLG. Construction has completed on 4 schemes in 2018 at Blackrock,
Tramore Road and Ard Aoibhinn totalling 82 homes. Construction is underway on a further 5
schemes at High Street, Blarney Street, White Street, Farranferris and Blackpool which are due
for completion in 2019, consisting of 85 homes. A further two schemes consisting of 48 units
are due to commence construction in 2019.

A further contract notice was placed on the E Tenders website and the OJEU, with a closing
date of September 2017, to seek submissions from candidates for the delivery of more new
homes using this procurement process. In Phase 2 of Competitive Dialogue, one scheme has
commenced on site and one scheme is at the contract award stage, comprising a total of 30
homes. Further schemes have been shortlisted to progress to the next phase of procurement,
involving a Part 8 process and others with planning permission in place will be invited to
submit tenders. Procurement is ongoing for further projects to progress to the construction
programme in 2019.

2. Capital appraisals have been approved by the DHPLG for the construction of 41 housing units
at Gerald Griffin Street & 65 units at Deanrock, Togher. The construction of the units together
with a community facility at Deanrock, Togher is ongoing and will be completed in 2019. The
enabling works have been completed for the development of the units at Gerald Griffin Street
with the construction of the units due to commence in 2019. The DHPLG has approved funding
for 51 units at Boyce’s Street, and 9 units at 5/6 Shandon Street/John Philpott Curran Street
and 6 units at St. John’s Well.

The Part 8 Planning application for Boyce’s Street was approved by Members in May 2018 and
Department approval is being sought to proceed to tender on this scheme. Tenders for the
construction phase of Shandon Street/John Philpott Curran Street have been invited and the
project has been approved by the DHPLG to proceed to construction. The tender for St. John’s
Well has received Departmental approval and construction has commenced. Construction is
complete on the Churchfield Place East project.

The City Council contracted for the purchase of an additional 5 units at Ard Aoibhinn, Banduff
with the scheme reaching practical completion in December 2018. A total of 5 units at 37-39
Dublin Street were also constructed and completed in August 2018.

Further funding has been approved by the DHPLG for the construction of new housing units
located at Glenamoy Lawn (3 units), Ardmore Avenue (1 unit), Foyle Avenue (2 units), Bramble
Cottages (5 units) & Errigal Heights (20 units). These schemes are now being designed to
progress to Part 8 planning application.

Further to the scheme of 28 units at Sheridan Park, Tramore Road which completed in
February, 2017, an additional 3 units were delivered in 2018 as an extension of the original
‘Turnkey Acquisition’.

Capital Advance Leasing Facility (CALF): Tuath Housing Association, with DHPLG approval, has
progressed a construction scheme at the Meadows, Knocknacullen consisting of 52 units,
commenced in February 2018, with 31 homes completed in Phase 1 in late-2018 and the
remaining 21 units and a further phase of 17 units will be completed in 2019. Capital Advanced
Leasing Facility (CALF) funding approval was confirmed for two turnkey projects involving
Respond CLG consisting of 25 apartments located at Millerd Street, Cork and 80 units at
Redforge Road, Blackpool, Cork with both developments scheduled for completion mid 2020.

Capital Assistance Scheme (CAS): Under the Capital Assistance Scheme (CAS), the construction
of 10 units at Dublin Street by Respond CLG completed in 2018. The construction of 33 units at
Edel House, Grattan Street by Good Shepherd Cork has received DHPLG approval and is due to
commence in Quarter 1 of 2019. A further 20 units were provided by AHBs under the CAS
Acquisition and Buy and Renew programmes for social housing in 2018.

Regeneration: The construction of Phase 2A (47 new homes) is ongoing. The enabling works
contract for Phase 2C is nearing completion. Part 8 Planning approval for Phases 1C, 2B & 2C,
consisting of 103 new homes, is in place. Design Team procurement is being progressed for
Phase 1C and 2B. Phase 1D, consisting of 25 new homes on two sites, is being progressed by
two different means, i.e. private and approved housing body developments of voluntary
housing and affordable housing.

Acquisition: The acquisition of 67 units was completed in 2018, including 28 units under the
Buy and Renew Scheme, to meet current social housing need. The City Council will continue to
source additional housing units for acquisition in 2019 with particular emphasis on Buy and
Renew properties as part of the vacant homes strategy.

Affordable Housing: A planning application was approved by Cork County Council for the
construction of 143 units of accommodation at Boherboy Road, Mayfield. This scheme was
appealed to An Bord Pleandla and planning permission has been received for 147 units. An
application to the DHPLG Serviced Sites Fund 2018 has been approved. The procurement
process for detailed design and construction of the scheme has now commenced and the
competition is progressing to Invitation to Tender Stage in May 2019.

Adaptation Works: In 2018, the City Council tendered for the construction of 33 disabled
persons extensions to City Council social housing units at various locations throughout the City.
Tenders were invited and works have commenced.
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12. Old Whitechurch Road — LIHAF funding has been secured for the delivery of infrastructure to

facilitate the delivery of around 600 new homes on this site. Consultants for the design of the
infrastructure for the site were appointed in November 2017. The Part 8 permission for the
progression of the infrastructural works was approved by An Chomhairle in January
2019. These works are due to be tendered in June 2019.

In November 2018, Cork City Council won a Chambers Ireland Excellence Award in the Local
Authority Innovation category for the Bishopsgrove Project, marking the second year running
that the Housing Directorate has won in this category, having last year achieved the honour for
its work on the Competitive Dialogue procurement process. Managed by Cork Foyer Project,
Bishopsgrove Supported Student Accommodation, comprising of 39 modern and secure
purpose-built accommodation bed spaces, located close to Cork Institute of Technology
accepted its first students in June 2017, and acts as a sister project to the Cork Foyer, allowing
young people who have progressed well in a homeless service to escape the cycle of
homelessness through third level education. The collaborative project between Cork Foyer,
TUSLA and Focus Ireland is the first model of its kind in the state.

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DRINKING WATER TESTING

The Drinking Water Sampling Plan is agreed with Irish Water based on the amount of water supplied into
the network in previous year. The number of samples to be taken is 2,891 of which 603 (Temperature, Free
Chlorine and Total Chlorine, Cryptosporidium) are additional samples to what is included in the Drinking
Water Regulations. (Taste and Odour are excluded from the calculations as per IW methodology).

DRINKING WATER QUALITY PARAMETERS

Drinking water quality is measured by taking samples and testing the drinking water within an area for
various parameters. Parameters are the measurable factors that set the standards or guidelines for the
quality of drinking water. There are different types of parameters (indicator, chemical, microbiological and
radiological) and their presence in drinking water can mean different things, for example indicator
parameters present on their own in drinking water may not necessarily pose a risk, but they can indicate
the presence of other, potentially more serious parameters in drinking water.

DRINKING WATER QUALITY EXCEEDANCES

A drinking water exceedance is a result from a drinking water sample which is above the acceptable limit as
set out in the European Union Drinking Water Regulations 2014. As the drinking water quality results
shown are historical, any exceedances that appear below will have already been assessed by Irish Water
and where necessary, we will have consulted with the Health Service Executive (HSE) to seek their advice in
relation to any impact on public health. The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) will have also been
notified of exceedances where required.

The Event Plan went out for public review on April 12" with a closing
date for submissions in early May. A launch of Seafest 2019 was held
on the 24" April, along with the website going live, and the start of
the PR rollout. The final stakeholders meeting before the event took
place on April 29", The SLA from MI has been agreed and is awaiting
signing. Programming is completed, while services continue to be
procured. Operational planning is ongoing. A presentation by the CE
to the Marine Coordination Group on programme plans will take place
in early May

Planning is beginning for Culture Night 2019 which takes place on 20™
September this year. Application needs to be put into the Dept in
early May.

A meeting has been scheduled with the Lord Mayor in mid May to get
full Council support for this initiative. This is a nascent network that
aims to devise a charter which organisations can sign up to with
inclusivity at its core. This has come directly from an LECP action, and
is led by Cope Foundation with a number of city wide partners. A
Steering Group has been established to develop a charter around best
practice for inclusive arts practice and access, and the Community
Arts Coordinator is the Arts Office representative.

The Lee Sessions continue to take place raising the profile of the city
as a traditional cultural destination for visitors adding to the vibrancy
and footfall in the city. The musicians have been enjoying the influx
of visiting tourists to the sessions, showcasing the very best of Irish
traditional music, song and dance.

Cork Cruise Ambassadors have been active during April with liners
berthing at Ringskiddy and Cobh bringing over 4,000 vistiors to Cork.

Cork City Council has been engaging with business interests in relation
to the development of initiatives that will maximize the economic
benefit in terms of retail, hospitality etc and encouraging innovation
in this area.

The kiosks generate almost half a million page requests per year at
the various locations which are strategically placed to best advantage
to promote the entries at the 16 locations.

Displaying up to 400 city events at any one time and over 350 tourism
related businesses in the city, the kiosks aim to maximise Cork's
appeal to as wide a demographic as possible. The options portray the
city as a vibrant, attractive destination brimming with live music,
exhibitions, bars, restaurants, tours, theatres and cultural attractions.

an improved user experience with significant speed increases,
reduced search times and make it easier to browse multiple listings
quickly.

Elizabeth Fort welcomed 5,022 visitors this April up 21% on the same
period last year. Entry to the Fort is free with a nominal fee for a
guided tour. After Irish visitors; the greatest numbers for April were
from the USA, Spain and Europe generally. This shows a difference in
the slant of the previous month with most from the UK. Both the
Lifelong Learning Festival and Gael Taca both provided tours at the
Fort during their events.

Cork City Council has updated the Top Attractions in Cork City
brochure for the 2019 tourist season which will distributed on an
ongoing basis. It will continue to be available from the new Tourist
Office on St. Patrick Street, the Airport, Rail Station, Car Hire
Companies, Visitor Attractions and hotels. It is also available at the
many cafés and pubs around the city centre. It is available; on
request, from the Tourism Section at City Hall in English, French,
German, Spanish, Polish and Simplified Mandarin.

Collaboration continues to take place between Visit Cork and
Corporate and External Affairs with regular staff meetings.

Consultants were appointed to undertake the pilot interventions at
Elizabeth Fort and both projects are due to be completed by the end
of June. This work will see the multilingual audio guides installed as
well as the corporate branding for the Fort, multilingual information
leaflets and the installation of the exhibition rooms. The Work
Programmes between Project Partners continue and are updated
on weekly conference calls. Members will be further updated in the
coming months.

The Tourism Section continues to deal with a number of queries
regarding attractions, accommodation and forthcoming events etc., of
interest to tourists. Requests for brochures are regularly received
from visitor attractions, event planners and hotels, hostels & B & Bs.

Cork City Council has informed successful applicants for the Failte
Ireland’s Festival Funding for 2019 for which Cork City has been
awarded €18,000 for events taking place in 2019. It is the Council’s
remit to ensure that these funds are spent on festivals and
participative events that optimise the number of visitors to Ireland
through the delivery of innovative and motivating programmes that
best drive the economic contribution of tourism in Cork City.

Cork World Book Fest 2019

This was the main feature of the month, attracting huge numbers of children and adults to Libraries in the
week beginning 23 April, both during the day and in the evening. The Saturday of the Fest — 27 April —
highlighted Cork as an Intercultural City, with Catalan, Cuban, Chinese, Italian, Norwegian, American, Irish
and English participants in the City Library programme.

Overall Trends

Four months into 2019 the metrics are encouraging. As we prepare for a new Library Service for the new
City, visits to libraries are up almost 8% on both 2018 and 2017. Membership is up 3.7% on last year, and
online usage continues to grow.

May 2019 will be the last month within the existing city network, and library staff at all levels look forward
to welcoming new patrons from Ballincollig; Glanmire; Blarney and the other new city communities.
